Parking Restriction Application Information
· The above information is required to assist Council in its investigation of this matter. The process of modifying parking restrictions can take several months to finalise.

· Merri-bek streets are public highways and anyone legally can park in these streets (subject to any parking restrictions or relevant Road Rules and Regulations).

· Council’s residential parking permit scheme exists to give residents a competitive advantage in obtaining parking by introducing time based parking restrictions. Eligible residents are able to purchase parking permits to exempt them from these parking restrictions.
· Council’s current guidelines state that parking restrictions are introduced on one side of the street only. This is so that residents and non-residents both have the opportunity to park in Merri-bek streets.
· Typically two hour (2P) parking restrictions will be trialled in residential streets first, and harsher restrictions can be considered if the 2P restrictions are shown to be ineffective.
· Generally time-based parking restrictions are not installed for short lengths of street. However each application is assessed on its merits.

· Prior to submitting this application, it is suggested that you discuss this request with your neighbours to gauge their support.

· If it is decided that the parking restrictions may be appropriate, a survey will be sent to all affected residential properties seeking support for the new restrictions. Parking restrictions will only be installed if it is shown that there is clear support for the new restrictions. That is, a response from at least a quarter of affected properties with 60% support rate.

Permit Eligibility and Pricing
· Residents are currently able to apply for up to 2 residential parking permits per property to exempt them from residential parking restrictions. The cost of the first permit is $48.10 ($23.90 concession) and $135 ($67.80 concession) for the second permit.  Daily visitor parking permits are also available and will cost $28.05 for a book of 10.  Weekly visitor parking permits cost $14.35 (2024/25 Fees & Charges).
· Properties with vehicle crossings are only eligible for one residential parking permit, regardless of whether or not there is a driveway or off-street parking space.

· Residents of properties that were subdivided after 31 August 2011 are not eligible for any parking permits (including visitor permits).
· Businesses are not eligible for residential parking permits.
