Although every care is taken to maintain privacy, gallery attendees are advised they may be recorded.
APOLOGIES Where a Councillor is not present, his/her absence is noted in the Minutes of the meeting.

DECLARATION OF INTERESTS AND/OR CONFLICT OF INTERESTS Under the Local Government Act 1989, a Councillor has a duty to disclose any direct or indirect pecuniary (financial) interest, s/he may have in any matter to be considered by Council that evening.

CONFIRMATION OF MINUTES The minutes of the previous meeting are placed before Council to confirm the accuracy and completeness of the record.

PETITIONS Council receives petitions from citizens on various issues.  Any petitions received since the previous Council meeting are tabled at the meeting and the matter referred to the appropriate Council Director for consideration.

REPORTS FROM COMMITTEE TO COUNCIL Council considers reports from Committees that Councillors represent Council on.

QUESTION TIME This is an opportunity (30 minutes), for citizens of Moreland to raise questions with Councillors.

ON NOTICE ITEMS FROM PREVIOUS COUNCIL MEETING Items raised during Question Time at the previous Council meeting that were not able to be answered are responded to.

COUNCIL REPORTS Detailed reports prepared by Council’s Administration are considered by Councillors and a Council position is adopted on the matters considered.  The Mayor can invite firstly Councillors, secondly Officers, and then citizens in attendance to identify Council reports which should be given priority by the meeting and considered in the early part of the meeting.
NOTICES OF MOTION A motion which has been submitted to the Chief Executive Officer no later than 12 pm (noon) ten (10) days prior to the meeting which is intended to be included in the agenda.  The motion should outline the policy, financial and resourcing implications.
GENERAL BUSINESS An item of general business relates to business that calls for the presentation of a report to a subsequent meeting in line with particular requirements.
NOTICE OF RESCISSION A Councillor may propose a motion to rescind a resolution of the Council, provided the previous resolution has not been acted on, and a notice is delivered to the authorised officer setting out the resolution to be rescinded and the meeting and date when the resolution was carried.  For a decision of the Council to be rescinded, the motion for rescission must be carried by a majority of the votes cast.  If a motion for rescission is lost, a similar motion may not be put before the Council for at least one month from the date it was last lost, unless the Council resolves that the notice of motion be re-listed at a future meeting.  If a motion for rescission is not moved at the meeting for which it is listed, it lapses.  A motion for rescission listed on a meeting agenda may be moved by any Councillor present but may not be amended.

URGENT BUSINESS The Chief Executive Officer or Councillors, with the approval of the meeting, may submit items of Urgent Business (being a matter not listed on the agenda) but requiring a prompt decision by Council.

CONFIDENTIAL BUSINESS Whilst all Council and Committee meetings of Council are open to its citizens, Council has the power under the Local Government Act to close its meeting to the general public in certain circumstances which are noted where appropriate on the Council Agenda.  Where this occurs, members of the public leave the Council Chamber or Meeting room while the matter is being discussed.

2. Minutes of previous meeting, Wednesday 6t July, 2016

3. Presentation: Evan Tattersall, CEO Melbourne Metro Rail Authority,
presenting an overview and current status of the planned underground rail
tunnel.

Population growth in Melbourne and the need to move significant volumes of people is
causing major transport problems, exacerbated by residential growth in the outer areas and
jobs growth largely in the inner area. The number of daily trips has doubled over ten years
between 2000 and 2010, and set to reach 500 million in year 2030.

The rail network has reached capacity, in particular choke points at North Melbourne and
Richmond stations, and the city loop section, and cannot handle more trains. Likewise
trams are experiencing ongoing growth of 4% per annum, and St.Kilda Road to north of city
is a particularly busy corridor.

To address this, the proposed underground rail tunnel is an enabler for expansion,

« allowing more trains onto the network,

= setting up conditions for future rail projects (Doncaster, airport, further electrification)
o relieving tram pressure and allowing trams to be better deployed elsewhere in the city
e supporting land use and transport-oriented development.
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e 9 km of twin tunnels joining the Dandenong to Sunbury line

« 5 new stations at Domain, CBD South (at Flinders St.), CBD North (RMIT), Parkville and
Arden

« Bypasses Richmond and North Melbourne stations, freeing track capacity and allowing
service increase on other lines through those stations

e 65 high capacity trains on order

« Longer platforms of 20 metres which can accommodate 10 carriages, carrying up to
1600 people per train

o Platforms will have screen doors which improve safety, efficiency, and better manage
noise and temperature; these are widely used overseas, and is a first for Australia.

« High capacity signalling allowing closer operations and more efficiency

Depth of tunnels an issue, a deeper alignment the preferred option as less disruption to
services under Swanston Street and operations during construction, also the option to go
below the Citylink tunnels despite possible water table issues.

The business case was released in February 2016 and confirmed funding in the May state
budget which is important to support the procurement process. An Environmental Effects
Statement has been released and panel hearing underway, anticipating planning approval
late 2016 /early 2017. Procurement is ongoing, some early enabling works have started
and the tender process for major contracts underway.

Construction is expected to take 10 years and will have major city impacts. Three tunnel
sections will be done at the same time; tunnels will be dug by tunnel boring machines
(TBMs) which require dedicated sites to launch and remove the machines, also to extract the
spoil. Use of 6 tunnel boring machines is anticipated, also roadheaders to dig the city
sections. Some city streets - Grattan Street, Barry Street. Franklin Street, Domain Road -
will be closed for many years. Traffic disruption, noise and dust, works machinery, safety,
maintaining business operations, land access and acquisition, communications, open space
occupancy and tree damage are all issues to be aired and resolved at the panel hearing and
assessment of the Environmental Effects Statement.

Questions and discussion as follows:

Power supply: power network will need to be upgraded
Western butor: challenge working big projects in tandem

Western Footscray turnback: need inner as well as outer turnbacks for operational
efficiency

Pedestrian volumes: working with City of Melbourne to extend footpaths
Integration with Victoria Market development





[image: image5.jpg]Depth of tunnels: about 30 m, deeper preferred to minimise disruption to underground
services. Trade off between deeper tunnels and service disruption is fairly cost neutral.
Integration and future proofing: buses to be completely retimetabled, bikes to be
accommodated at stations, later planning for a connection from Fisherman’s Bend to Clifton
Hill through Parkville.

Cycle facilities: note that Regional Rail project diminished cycle connectivity around West
Footscray

Driverless trains: allowed for in design but not current practice. More possible where line
totally segregated; in Melbourne new train integrated into an older network.

Funding: fully state funded without a federal contribution. PPP for tunnels and stations is
$6 billion, returning to government after 25 years.

Value capture: there are no additional taxes or levies, value creation at Arden precinct
where there are 14 hectares of VicTrack land currently light industrial.

South Yarra station: analysis showed little transfer demand between South Yarra and the
Dandenong/Sunbury line, also would require major land acquisition including the Jam
Factory to add an underground station. Potential cost savings (in line reconfiguration)
would have to be spent elsewhere on the network. Also many other stations in the network
with greater interchange value needing upgrade and treatment.

4. MTF Strategic Public Transport Advocacy

« As follow up work from Level Crossing Removal project, a workshop had been proposed

with Liam Egerton on collaboration opportunities with councils regarding role with major
transport projects. Timing given imminent council elections a concern. Deferred to
executive for further discussion. Kevin Peachey reported the MAV has generally received
good feedback from councils, Rob Spence active regarding planning issues arising in
station precincts.

Greg Day, Edunity, has proposed a mid-term transport report and community
presentation. Timing difficult given council elections and time to establish new
delegates and directions. Deferred to executive for further consideration.

Bus advocacy, MTF executive met with representatives from Public Transport Victoria to
discuss ongoing bus planning, and emerging opportunities and issues from
restructuring the bus routes. Note the development of an Engagement Charter to
support effective engagement with community and stakeholders, hope to include in PTV
bus presentation at September meeting.

Cr Jackie Fristacky reported a meeting with representatives from Department of Ecodev
and Metro Trains regarding train services metropolitan-wide at 10 minute frequencies.
Critical factors setting up the right infrastructure such as the level crossings and
additional capacity with tunnel, also a shortage of train drivers.

Council Information Sharing

Poor access to public transport a concern in Casey, Council has resolved to write to
interest groups seeking support for a request to State Government for improvements
City of Melbourne has endorsed the Future Melbourne Plan, and has voted to reserve the
right to oppose the Western Distributor proposal at a later date. A significant issue is




[image: image6.jpg]the likely increase in traffic on the city streets from additional traffic exiting from the
elevated Footscray Road via Dynon Road, Wundjeri Way and possibly Dudley Street.

e Cr Martin Zakharov expressed view that Western Distributor as proposed is a stop gap
plan and another road will be needed within ten years. Full project prevented by funding
shortfall from federal government. Note critical issue of disproportionately low allocation
of federal government funds to Victoria.

« City of Stonnington making submission to Melbourne Metro Rail Inquiry making the case
that South Yarra station be included in the project.

MAV report

Kevin Peachey, transport officer, MAV reported

« School crossing supervisor review underway, an MAV discussion paper has reported a
significant cost shift, state now funds 20%, local government 80% of the current
program.

o Infrastructure Victoria ongoing preparation of infrastructure strategy, MAV has made a
second submission. Note successful use of citizen juries

* Bus stop design and location guidelines, workshop and consultation planned. Hoping to
address issues such as bus stop location on the other side of the road from the school.

e Transport Infrastructure Group meeting in September, Metro Rail Authority presenting
beforehand, all councils welcome to attend.

« Interface agreements for road and rail intersections required by federal government.

3. Presentation:

e Chris Loader, Public Transport Victoria, Reconfiguration of bus networks
e Mary Parker, Public Transport Victoria, PTV Engagement Charter

Chris Loader provided an overview of the planning principles that underpin the
reconfiguration of bus services. In general route proximity has been traded off against
faster and more direct services.

Bus service planning in the past had prioritised proximity to residences maximising access
within 400m of a bus route. This resulted in circuitous routes, slow and indirect services.
Market research has shown two distinct groups of bus users

e Those preferring a shorter walk, low floor bus who could tolerate low frequency and
indirect route

e Those prepared to walk further for more frequent direct routes

This led to the following guidelines to reconfigure the routes to better provide for bus users

1. Hierarchy of bus routes incorporating direct frequent routes with a longer service day,
together with less frequent indirect neighbourhood routes.

2. Maximise route directness

3. Improve frequency
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5. Incorporate schoolbuses where possible
6. Timetable coordination enable better alignment with train timetable

To support this process and analyse the patronage response PTV has built a comprehensive
evidence base collecting and understanding all sorts of data.

A number of case studies demonstrated that patronage growth exceeded the industry
standard for improved frequency and level of service factors, and could be put down to
route redesign and network connectivity. Although the more direct routes required longer
access walks, the patronage growth implied that people are prepared to walk further to
access higher standard services that connected to where they wanted to go.

Mary Parker, Public Transport Victoria, spoke of the PTV Engagement Charter, and the
community consultation and engagement work underway to support ongoing bus planning
with a comprehensive package of engagement tools. Current projects are part of the Better
Bus Network program of $100 million summarised in the following fact sheet.

Better Bus Network

The $100 million Better Bus Networks program supports building a sustainable and more
connected transport system for all Victorians.

The Better Bus Networks program will deliver:

« more buses to where they are needed

e buses running more often, and for longer hours in key areas

« improved access to trains, health services, education, businesses and retail precincts
« stronger bus networks in regional areas, supporting social and economic inclusion.

Key areas of focus for Better Bus Networks are:

* Melbourne’s growth areas - improving and introducing new services in growing
communities

« Regional areas - improving and expanding on buses already running and introducing
new and improved routes in regional areas such as Geelong & Bellarine, Bendigo,
Ballarat, Warragul and Drouin and Latrobe Valley

« University connections - providing better bus connections for university and school
students.

Community engagement

The Better Bus Networks program is shaped by feedback from the community, transport
operators, peak organisations, businesses and local and state government.

We have a number of ways community members can get involved including:

e Community consultation and information sessions
e briefings at health centres, schools, hospitals and aged care centres
e Getinvolved - PTV's online consultation space

Questions and discussion covered the following points

« Engagement model doesn’t empower the community to make decisions, but extends the
scope of consultation

* Permanent infrastructure required as part of a change of bus route, so tends to be a
permanent change rather than a trial

« Support from Brimbank for major bus improvements and patronage growth, achieved by
reconfiguration and actually only 1 additional bus to fleet

« Use of school buses, have had to work closely with schools

« Opportunities to roll out elsewhere in Melbourne dependent on budget allocation

* Average bus speeds are now 27/28 kph on main roads, earlier average was 22/23 kph

e Value of bus operators’ contribution in consultation process bringing innovation and
global knowledge

4. MTF Strategic Public Transport Advocacy

Ministerial round table report back
Chair Tom Melican reported back from a roundtable meeting with Ministers Jacinta Allan

(Public Transport) and Luke Donnellan (Roads). About 40 attended from the transport
sector including representation from RACV, Australian Industry Group, MAV, Victorian
Transport Association, Chamber of Commerce, Infrastructure Victoria, PTUA. Points made on
behalf of local government by the MTF and MAV were:

e Transport issues in the growth corridors

e Growth corridor development following developer expediency rather than a logical plan
which causes problems for councils

e Issues of parking around stations

o Need to get better use of buses

e Application of Transport Integration Act

Transport for Melbourne collaboration of key transport advocacy groups
Syd Heron spoke to the MTF about Transport for Melbourne, an informal collective of a number

of transport professionals and groups. Following a large forum in August it was proposed to
collaborate and identify the key overlapping areas of interest to pursue as a united front in
the interest of better transport in Melbourne. MTF is invited to a meeting planned in the near
future.
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The MTF was addressed by William McDougall who presented a proposal for a research
project to explore transport options in the west of Melbourne, including an examination of
the future impact of major game-changes such as power and technology.

Key Items Discussed:

August Meeting 

Council’s Social Policy Officer presented the draft Human Rights Policy to the committee for review and feedback. The committee were encouraged to identify the types of actions they believe young people would like to see in relation to Human Rights.

Planning is underway with Council’s Youth Services to run a disco for children and
young people with disabilities.

Open Space

A number of significant access improvements have been made in 2015-2016; one being
the installation of an accessible picnic table and linking pathways at Bridges Reserve,
adjacent to the Coburg Leisure Centre. The accessible table design allows people using
mobility aids to fit directly under one end of the table. See photo.

New connecting pathways at both Bridges Reserve, Coburg, and CB Smith Reserve,
Fawkner, allow people who use mobility aids to move more easily between buildings,
outdoor facilities and services.

RECHARGE Points allow people who use motorised mobility aids to recharge their
batteries when out, reassuring and encouraging them to participate more in the
community without the fear of running out of battery. RECHARGE Points have been
upgraded in Moreland Libraries and Leisure Centres with new branding and mats, to
clearly define the RECHARGE space and raise awareness. See photo.

Council officers also provide information and advice to residents, other Council officers,
local service providers and disability support organisations. This work includes assisting
disability groups with Council grant applications, advising residents with disability about
Council programs and facilities, and linking people with disabilities to local services.

Executive Summary

The Moreland Community Grants Program offers a range of annual grants for not-for-profit community groups and individuals to apply for funding towards initiatives that benefit the Moreland community. 

The total value of the annual funding round for the Moreland Community Grants Program allocated to Project Grants, Operational Grants and Capital Works Partnership Grants in 2015-2016 was $517,681.

The Capital Works Partnership Grants have enabled community organisations to deliver a range of positive outcomes for the Moreland community, including:


A new shade sail at Dawson Street Child Care Centre;


A new community outdoor play space at Glenroy West Kindergarten; and


New sprung flooring at Melbourne City Youth Ballet studios located in Pentridge, Coburg to prevent dancer injuries. 

The Project Grants have supported participation and social inclusion opportunities, social support, skill development and education through activities such as:


A program for people with a mild intellectual disability to undertake work educational transition training to assist with gaining employment.


A series of educational workshops of practical skills from woodworking and metal work to 3D printing and ceramics.


Circus development program for young people at risk of disengagement from education that developed the benefits of experience through participation and confidence building.

A broad range of activities have been funded through the Moreland Community Grants Program in 2015-2016 with some fantastic outcomes for the people of Moreland. This report provides a summary of the status of each funded project.

Policy Context

The Moreland Community Grants Program is consistent with the Council Plan 2013‑2017 and:


Provides equitable opportunities for the community to seek funding assistance from Council.


Addresses demonstrated needs within the community.


Encourages the development and enhancement of innovative and quality activities, services and programs within Moreland.


Improves access and increases community participation levels.


Promotes a sense of community across the municipality.


Encourages the development of locally led and delivered projects and activities.

The Community Grants Policy (DSD1-CL) outlines clear funding criteria and provides direction for officers to promote the program and evaluate applications for funding for locally based not-for-profit organisations as well as ensuring equity, transparency, and accountability.
2.
Background

The Moreland Community Grants Program supports community groups and organisations to carry out programs, projects, and activities that benefit local residents. This was achieved through the grants program under the following categories in 2015-2016:

Grant categories open year round:

Individual development grants

Grants in this category are available for up to $500 offering assistance to residents of Moreland, who have been selected to attend achievements in their chosen area of expertise. This includes but is not limited to significant sporting, academic and artistic endeavours. 

Quick response grant

Grants in this category are available for up to $1,000, offering financial support to groups to fund projects and activities that fall outside of the major grant round. 

Membership activity grants 

Grants of up to $1,000 providing assistance to Moreland based incorporated community groups who meet on a regular basis to address issues of isolation and promote active community involvement. 

Grant categories open once a year (February – March and awarded in July):

Project grants

Grants of up to $5,000 to support one-off new projects and initiatives for the development and implementation of projects designed to benefit and engage the Moreland community. 

Operational grants

Triennial grants of up to $10,000 per year for organisations servicing Moreland residents to fund operational costs such as rental, administration and core program delivery. Grants within this category were awarded for a 3 year period that commenced July 2014.

Capital Works partnership grants

Grants of up to $40,000 to support development and construction of community facilities that promote active joint use of a facility and increased community participation. 

3.
Issues

Council resolved at the July 2015 Council meeting (DSD22/15) to support:


$114,276 to 24 project grants;


$97,307 to 13 operational grants; and


$306,098 to nine capital works partnership grants. 

Funding agreements have been signed by recipients and each successful applicant is given a 12 month period to complete their project. The operational grant category is a three year term.

This report addresses 2015-2016 project grants, capital works partnership grants and operational grants.

Project grants

24 applicants were approved as part of the 2015-2016 Community Grants Program. 13 projects are complete and evaluated. Four projects did not go ahead and seven projects have submitted project variations for completion of their projects. 

A brief description of the status and outcomes from each project is provided at Attachment 1.

Operational grants

14 organisations funded in 2015-2016 under the Operational Grant category. 10 organisations have submitted their evaluation and acquittal and all supporting documentation for the first year of funding. Four organisations’ evaluation and acquittal remain un-submitted. Officers will work with these four remaining recipients to determine the status and finalise their reports. 

A brief description of the status and outcomes from each recipient is provided at Attachment 1.

Capital Works partnership grants

10 projects were funded in 2014-2015 under the Capital Works Partnership Grant category. Eight projects are complete and have been evaluated, two projects remain incomplete. Officers will work with the two remaining applicants to ensure these projects are finalised. 

A brief description of the status and outcomes from each project is provided at Attachment 1.

Incomplete projects

In accordance with the Community Grants Policy (DSD1-CL), applicants are eligible for further funding through the program provided they ‘have no outstanding grant acquittals or outstanding debts owing to Council’. Therefore, applicants that have not completed and evaluated projects within timelines in accordance with the funding agreement or subsequent project variations, are not eligible to receive further funding through the Community Grant programs until the project is complete and reporting requirements are met.

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.

Policy Context

The Victorian Government has come together with the Municipal Association of Victoria (MAV) to increase the range of initiatives available to Senior Victorians through the Aged Friendly Victoria initiative.

The initiatives follow from a report prepared by the Commissioner for Senior Victorians, entitled ‘Ageing is Everyone’s Business’ which has looked at the issue of social isolation and loneliness amongst older Victorians.

As part of this age-friendly initiative the MAV has signed the Age-Friendly Victoria Declaration (Attachment 1) which provides a commitment to working together with the State on creating age-friendly communities. Councils are being encouraged to sign the declaration to help work towards age-friendly outcomes. Councils can send a photo of signed declarations via email to join the virtual wall of commitments that will be displayed on the Seniors Online website (www.seniorsonline.vic.gov.au).

A package of information on the age-friendly initiative including the declaration is available for Council to sign.

As part of its commitment, the State will deliver $2.2 million over four years for age-friendly projects led by councils.

A new Age-friendly Victoria award has also been established which will become part of the Premier’s Seniors Awards.

Background

Within Moreland, approximately 17% of the population or 32,000 residents will be of retirement/post retirement aged in 2026.

A key strategy to facilitate the inclusion of older persons is to make our municipality more age-friendly. An age-friendly world enables people of all ages to actively participate in community activities and treats everyone with respect, regardless of their age. It is a place that makes it easy for older people to stay connected to people that are important to them. It helps people stay healthy and active even at the oldest ages and provides appropriate support to those who can no longer look after themselves.

The Victorian Government and the Municipal Association of Victoria are looking to work with Councils to build the age-friendly capacity of local communities by: 


Promoting an age-friendly Victoria through the role and achievements of local government in creating age-friendly communities and providing leadership to encourage local councils and stakeholders to develop the principles of the age‑friendly cities and community directions. 


Supporting state and local planning processes to create age-friendly communities and using the knowledge, information and tools available through the World Health Organization’s Global Network of Age-friendly Cities. 


Providing local councils with leading advice, expertise, access to networks, policy information and other support to encourage local age-friendly initiatives. 


Empowering seniors’ involvement in local age-friendly initiatives by assisting councils to develop active engagement structures and models of localised senior’s community input. 


Encouraging seniors to get involved in areas they see as important such as local community transport, volunteering, community participation, diversity of housing options, senior’s safety, technology access and lifelong learning. 


Addressing the built environment, transport, housing, social participation, respect and social inclusion, civic participation and employment, communication, and community support and health services for age-friendly communities as listed in the 2008 ‘World Health Organization’s Age-friendly Cities: A Guide’. 


Valuing stakeholder engagement and working together to promote and strengthen partnerships with peak bodies, community organisations, businesses, retailers and Council-run facilities. 

Part of the commitment to create an Age Friendly City will require the development of a cohesive workable Active Ageing strategy that documents the range of strategies and commitments that Council will work towards over the next four years.

3.
Issues

Social implications

The delivery of an Age Friendly Victoria declaration is only the beginning of the work that Council can undertake to improve the social connectedness of older people into the community and embrace ageing as a valuable life stage where residents have a wonderful contribution to make. Council can utilise this declaration as a platform across all aspects of Council and work to ensure that we are creating an age friendly community and considering the needs of older residents when developing new policies, programs or projects.

Regional/strategic implications

By signing up to the Age Friendly Victoria campaign and working towards the World Health Organisation (WHO) Age Friendly Cities Status, Council will be demonstrating to the community that Ageing matters. Attaining WHO status is not a simple process, but will ensure that older residents are connected into the wider Moreland community.

Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements and are consistent with the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.

Consultation

Advice was sought from officers across Council involved in the Aged and Social Policy Branches to inform this report.

Council Officers involved in the preparation of this report have no Conflict of Interest in this matter.

6.
Financial and Resources Implications

At present the $2.2 million dollar grant fund available from the State Government has not commenced. When the grant fund commences, Council officers will consider suitable projects for submission to the State Government.

Executive Summary

At the September 2016 meeting, Council resolved to receive a report outlining possible assistance to the Moreland City Band with regards to improving the security of their premises at Cross Street, Brunswick (GB42/16).

The Moreland City Band has experienced a number of thefts over the past year and is concerned for the security of a number of historical items it stores, including historical records that date back over 100 years, trophies, instruments, uniforms, handwritten scores and photos. The Band has suggested that the security to the property was compromised following the removal of the perimeter fencing to the car park in 2014. 

In 2015, the Band had proposed a lockable pergola-style entrance to their premises to rectify this issue. They sought Council support for this entrance through a Capital Works Partnership Grant submission in the 2015-2016 round, which was unsuccessful. The lockable pergola-style entrance was considered unsuitable by the assessment panel who suggested the Band re-submit an application with an alternative that did not close off the entrance entirely. 

In the assessment, consideration was also given by the panel to the scheduled refurbishment of the venue as part of the Fleming Park Master Plan. The significant capital works program for the site will include a number of improvements to the building, including security. It was not considered appropriate to invest the requested amount of $33,000 for the proposed pergola given it would need to be demolished for the works which are scheduled to occur over the next 4 years.

In consultation with the Band and the Senior Project Manager for the Fleming Park Master Plan, it has been established that a smaller scale interim measure could be achieved which both improves the security of the venue and is consistent with future capital works. As such, it is recommended that the Moreland City Band’s Capital Works Partnership Grant application is revised to reflect this alternative option.

It is noted that the community grants funding for 2016-2017 has been allocated.

	Recommendation

Council resolves to refer the Moreland City Band’s request for improvements to the security of their venue to the Capital Works Partnership Grants Program for the 2017-2018 financial year.

Policy Context

At the September 2016 meeting, Council resolved to receive a report outlining possible assistance to the Moreland City Band with regards to improving the security of their premises at Cross Street, Brunswick (GB42/16).

2.
Background

The Moreland City Band has been at its current premises since 2011 following a Council funded refurbishment of the building to the value of $70,000. In 2016 the Moreland City Band signed a 10 year lease for the premises.

The Moreland City Band has experienced a number of thefts over the past year and is concerned for the security of a number of historical items it stores, including historical records that date back over 100 years, trophies, instruments, uniforms, handwritten scores and photos. The Band has suggested that the security to the property was compromised following the removal of the parameter fencing to the car park in 2014. 

In 2015 the Band applied for a Capital Works Partnership Grant of $38,199. Their proposal was to improve the visibility, security and amenity of their premises with the construction of a pergola-style entrance. This proposal also included the installation of solar panels to the building to improve environmental sustainability. The proposed benefits outlined in the application included: benefits for users of their facility; creating an identity for the hall and therefore the sense of community ownership; and improved sustainable practice. 

The Band successfully progressed through the Expression of Interest Stage and were invited to make a Stage 2 application. Feedback provided to the Band was that the lockable pergola-style entrance was considered unsuitable by the assessment panel who suggested the Band resubmit an application with an alternative that did not close off the entrance entirely. Feedback also noted that the majority of the total project cost of $35,920, was to create wrought iron gates with a custom music design and band logo. There was concern that this investment would be inappropriate in the context of planned works to the venue as part of the Fleming Park Master Plan. 

3.
Issues

Lease implications

Under the terms of their current lease with Council, Moreland City Band is responsible for capital improvements to the premises, including security infrastructure. Council’s obligations are to maintain the structural aspect of the building. These terms are consistent across all leases for Council owned buildings.

Capital Works Partnership Grants Program

Council’s existing process for assessing requests from community organisations which require Council support for capital improvements to their venues, whether leased through Council or owned externally, is through the Capital Works Partnership Grants Program. The next round for this grants program will open at the beginning of 2017 for funding that will be available for the 2017-2018 financial year. Should the Band make a revised application to the grants program, they have requested that the submission is made in consultation with Council Officers to ensure clarity around measures that are considered appropriate in the context of the Fleming Park Master Plan.

Economic implications

There is no existing budget for these capital works other than through the Capital Works Partnership Grants process.

Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.

4.
Consultation

Advice was sought from officers across Council, including officers from Property Services, Building Maintenance, Grants Officer and the Senior Project Manager/Architect for the Fleming Park Master Plan.

The Moreland City Band was consulted in the development of this report.

5.
Officer Declaration of Conflict of Interest

Council Officers involved in the preparation of this report have no conflict of interest in this matter.

6.
Financial and Resources Implications

The Band requested approximately $33,000 from Council for the pergola-style entrance in their 2015-2016 Capital Works Partnership Grant application. Whilst the Band has agreed to consider a smaller scale alternative, the exact features of this alternative have not yet been confirmed and therefore an alternative has not been costed.

Should Council consider supporting the Band to make capital improvements outside the established Capital Works Partnership Grants Program, a corresponding budget will need to be allocated for the project, and there may be other programs or projects to be delayed for this item.

7.
Implementation

Council Officers will continue to liaise with Moreland City Band regarding potential security improvements that will be part of the Fleming Park Master Plan. 

Should the Moreland City Band decide to apply for the 2017-2018 Capital Works Partnership Grants program, Council Officers will meet with the Band to ensure improved clarity regarding appropriate measures in the context of the Fleming Park Master Plan.

Executive Summary

The September quarter has seen fairly stable levels of activity in the planning sector.  Planning application numbers were slightly lower following a very busy June quarter but are still at high levels.  Decisions on planning applications were also high which is keeping the backlog of applications awaiting a decision stable at 631.

A pleasing result in the September quarter was the improvement in timeframes to make planning decisions.  Moreland received the third highest number of planning applications in the State in 2015-2016 and a lot of these applications are complex multi-unit developments.  Despite this however, in the September quarter Moreland determined 60% of applications within the 60 day statutory timeframe higher than the inner metropolitan average of 57%.

VCAT activity was slightly lower in the September quarter and the percentage won was only 43% which is of concern and well below the usual averages of around 70%.  The vast majority of losses were VCAT overturning officer decisions to refuse and instead, granting a permit.  This will be analysed more closely with the VCAT co-ordinator to ascertain if there is a commonality between cases and any lessons that can be learned and applied in future.

Planning enforcement activity still remains high, largely as a result of the increased number of developments in the system, although the number of new cases fell slightly from the record number received last quarter.

The number of outstanding building compliance cases in the municipality remain high. These carry risk to the community and Council.  A significant amount of work in this area has shown dramatic improvements in the numbers of outstanding cases in the past 12 months and pleasingly this caseload has been further reduced in the September quarter.

Council’s proactive building programs around private swimming pool safety barriers and essential fire safety measures (ESM’s) did not reach their target in this quarter due to a focus on resolving a growing number of long outstanding swimming pool barrier cases.  The proactive program will be given more focus next quarter and throughout the remainder of the financial year.

Combined efforts by the building, environmental health and planning teams to resolve high risk illegal boarding houses has seen fourteen cases resolved this quarter with only 14 cases remaining at the end of September compared to 54 at the end of June 2015.

The City Development Branch administers Council’s town planning, building and environmental health decision making and compliance responsibilities under the Planning and Environment Act 1987, the Building Act 1993, the Moreland Planning Scheme, the Building Regulations 2006, the Building Code of Australia 2006, the Food Act 1984, the Public Health and Wellbeing Act 2008 and the Public Health and Wellbeing Regulations 2009.   
2.
Background

The content of this report is an indicator of planning, building and associated enforcement activity within the municipality and the operation of the building and urban planning functions of the City Development Branch.
3.
Issues

The report in Attachment 1 details:


Analysis of planning applications received and determined


Analysis of planning application decision making


VCAT analysis


Planning enforcement analysis


Building, progress on private swimming pool safety program


Building, progress on Essential Safety Measures audits


Analysis of unauthorised accommodation premises resolved and outstanding.



An analysis of the key findings of the above data is discussed in this report.

Planning permit activity

A total of 459 planning applications were received for the September quarter a 12% fall from the 521 received in the June quarter as shown in Figure 1 in Attachment 1. 

A total of 449 planning applications were decided in the September quarter compared to 436 for the June quarter. This high number of decisions made has been able to be achieved by the use of replacement contract staff member as well as significant amounts of overtime over a long period of time by Council Officers.  This is not sustainable in the long term. An additional urban planner and administrative officer resource approved by Council in this financial year’s budget are assisting in maintaining service and performance in response to these increasing workload demands.

Figure 4 in Attachment 1 provides a breakdown of delegated decisions by type observing officers issued planning permits where no objections were received in 73% of cases. A total of 17% of applications were supported where objections had been received resulting in the issue of a Notice of Decision to Grant a Planning Permit (NOD) and 3% of decisions were refused. The refusal rate is a reduction on the 6% from previous quarters which exceeded the State average of 5%.  It is observed that Council officers undertake considerable work to advise permit applicants of changes that can be made to applications to comply with Councils planning controls and policies and address objectors concerns.   The City Development Branch has also placed an increased focus in the last few years on consultation with permit applicants to address objector concerns through revised plans.  It is also commonplace for conditions of approval to be included to require changes to address the legitimate concerns of objectors.

At the end of June 2016 the number of applications awaiting determination was 631. This had followed a high and sudden increase in applications in 2014 and 2015 in anticipation of the new residential zones. Figure 3 in Attachment 1 shows how the backlog has changed over time. The current backlog of 631, while very high, is lower than the peak but still requires considerable work to ensure workloads for staff return to more manageable levels. With more applications being lodged than ever before, backlogs in the future will be higher simply due to the larger number of applications in the system at any one time.

The average overall statutory time to determine applications increased slightly in the September quarter from 58 to 63 days. Statutory time is set by the Planning and Environment Act 1987 and Regulations and is the time in which Council must make a decision on an application or risk an appeal to VCAT for failing to make a decision within time. Statutory time is set as 60 days and does not include time where Council has requested the applicant to provide further information or given notice of the application. Figure 5 in Attachment 1 demonstrates that the huge increase of additional applications through 2014 and 2015 resulted in average performance timeframes in excess of the statutory time.  This exposes Council to increased costs associated with potential VCAT appeals.

The percentage of applications determined within statutory timeframes for all inner metropolitan Councils averaged at 57% in the September quarter. Pleasingly Moreland determined an average of 60% of applications within the 60 day statutory timeframe in the September quarter exceeding the inner metropolitan average. The reduction in performance through 2015 was a direct result of the increase in medium and high density applications being processed (figures 5 and 6 in Attachment 1).

Figure 7 Attachment 1 provides an indication of the complexity of planning applications lodged which is reflected in the number of applications submitted with a value of over a million dollars worth of works. This remained steady in the September quarter with 30 applications lodged compared to 32 in the June quarter.
Council’s performance at VCAT

In the September quarter 24 applications for review were lodged at VCAT, which is slightly lower than the June quarter which had 29. 

As discussed in the last activity report VCAT appeal cases have risen in the past 12 months as a consequence of the sheer influx of application numbers. This is particularly evident in the number of VCAT appeals against the failure of Council to make a decision within statutory time. Figure 9 in Attachment 1 shows appeals by type and identifies a noticeable increase in failure appeals in 2014-2015 and to a lesser extent in 2015-2016. This increase is important to monitor having regard to the recently introduced changes where the applicant’s VCAT lodgement fees can now be awarded against Council in these circumstances. 

Of the appeals lodged, 9 of the 24 appeals lodged were by objectors. 15 appeals were lodged by applicants against decisions with most (10) being appeals against refusal decisions. There was also 1 appeal against Councils failure to make a decision. The appeal rate for the quarter represented 5% of total decisions, which is consistent with Councils long term benchmark of no more than 10%. 

In the September quarter Council won or successfully mediated, 43% of appeals against decisions which was significantly lower than the 76% in the June quarter. Figure 11, Attachment 1 shows the win loss ratio over financial years. In the September quarter the losses consisted of 14 applicant appeals against a refusal, and one objector appeal against a decision to grant a permit.  In considering this result it should be noted that it is not uncommon for substituted plans before VCAT to result in improved planning proposals. 

Figure 12 Attachment 1 shows VCAT decisions originally made by the Urban Planning Committee. In the September quarter there was 1 loss and 1 win from decisions originally made by Urban Planning Committee.

The VCAT report for the September quarter forms Attachment 2 to this report.

Subdivision activity

The backlog of subdivision permits awaiting a decision has increased steadily over 2015 and 2016 as a result of an increasing number of subdivision applications. Subdivision follows development and given the high numbers of development applications received in 2014 and 2015 the resulting flow on effect to the subdivisions area was expected. In the September quarter 81 subdivision permit applications were received which is reflective of more normal levels of activity following a large spike of 124 applications received in the previous quarter. 
The smaller numbers received through the September quarter have resulted in the backlog decreasing from 64 at the end of the June quarter, to 56.

Despite high numbers of outstanding subdivision applications, decision making has remained very high. In the September quarter 98 decisions were made compared to 117 in the June quarter.

Planning enforcement

In the September quarter 90 planning enforcement cases were lodged which was lesser than the June quarter which saw 114 planning enforcement cases lodged being the highest ever recorded.  90 cases in one quarter is still high compared to previous years.
The backlog of cases to be resolved remains steady but very high at 235. This high backlog is a direct result of the increase in enforcement cases.

As shown in figure 14 in Attachment 1 the Branch had been working towards a goal to achieve a caseload below 100 outstanding at any one time. 

It is observed that the increased number of planning permits issued and subsequent development activity is increasing the number of permits that may be subject to enforcement. Opportunities for further efficiencies continue to be investigated and actioned.

During 2012-2013, a new proactive enforcement system was developed targeting planning permits that were issued by UPC and decisions that have been overturned by VCAT for proactive enforcement. So far 230 applications have been identified for proactive enforcement using this system and will be investigated upon the issue of a building permit which signals each project’s commencement. Fourteen (14) cases are currently under active investigation.

Building - swimming pool safety program

The purpose of Council’s Private Swimming Pool Safety Barriers Policy is to ensure that a systematic approach is taken with regard to compliance and maintenance of safety barriers of private swimming pools under Division 1 of Part 7 and Division 2 of Part 12 of the Building Regulations 2006. The policy aligns with Council’s Corporate Risk Register and Risk Management Plan.

Pursuant to the policy there is a rolling program to audit 100 private swimming pools per annum with a further target of 70 of those 100 pools to be finalised and made compliant. Figures 15 and 16 in Attachment 1 shows the progress against targets. The target to close pools showed 13 pools resolved and made safe against a target of 19 in the September quarter.  These posed a significant risk to Council and the community. As a result of a focus on resolving long outstanding non-compliant pools in the last two quarters, the first inspection target of 25 pools having their first audit inspection has not been met this quarter with only 7 pools inspected for the first time.  These will have a renewed focus in the next quarter.

Building – Essential Safety Measures 

In 2015 officers established a proactive policy for the enforcement of the maintenance of essential safety measures in buildings. This policy guides the operations of officers in addressing Council’s responsibilities under section 212 of the Building Act 1993 by ensuring that owners and occupiers of higher risk buildings are maintaining essential safety (fire protection) measures in accordance with the Building Regulations 2006. The policy aligns with Council’s Corporate Risk Register and Risk Management Plan and delivers on an identified action in the 2015-2016 Council Action Plan.

The policy requires Council to maintain a rolling program incorporating a target of a minimum of 44 inspections per annum. No progress has been made on the Essential Safety Measures Program this quarter as resources were diverted to address the long outstanding non-compliant swimming pools and the significant risk associated with leaving these unresolved. With the outstanding non-complaint swimming pools nearly at a manageable level, resources will be returned to the ESM program which will continue to be monitored and reviewed throughout the remainder of 2016-2017.

The proactive swimming pool barrier and ESM’s systems and targets are also being evaluated as part of the broader review of Council’s Building Services, due for completion in the first half of 2017.  

Unauthorised accommodation inspections

Council has a procedure for the steps to be taken by Building, Planning and Environmental Health Officers when dealing with complaints concerning unauthorised accommodation premises. The objective of the procedure is to balance the requirements of different pieces of legislation to achieve the best possible outcome for Council in respect to the enforcement of illegal accommodation/boarding houses. The procedure aligns with Council’s Corporate Risk Register and Risk Management Plan.

There has been a concerted effort across the planning, building and environmental health units within the City Development Branch to reduce the number of high risk illegal accommodation premises following the adoption of new procedures guiding these co-ordinated enforcement activities.

Investigations into unauthorised accommodation premises are undertaken initially by Council’s Building Services Unit but may also include the Environmental Health Unit and sometimes the Planning Enforcement Officers. The Unit Manager Environmental Health provides an important oversight role and ensures no premises is registered under the Public Health and Well Being Act 2008 until planning compliance and more importantly building life safety compliance issues have been fully resolved. 

Figure 17 in Attachment 1 shows that in the September quarter 14 unauthorised accommodation cases were closed following investigations to ensure compliance. This is a significant result achieved through effective co-ordinated compliance between planning, building and environmental health officers. At the end of the September quarter 14 unauthorised accommodation cases remained under investigation which has significantly reduced from 45 at the end of June 2015. 
Building enforcement

Building enforcement activity remains high and approximately one case every day is lodged. Whilst noticeably improved this backlog remains of particular concern with Building Services a focus area for continuous improvement efforts in the next 12 months. Figure 18 in Attachment 1 shows that at the end of the September quarter the number of outstanding compliance cases fell again from 255 at the end of the June quarter to 228. This follows an outstanding result of a 58% drop in 2015-2016.

Council spent $49,273 on VCAT advocates and expert witnesses over the July to September quarter. In addition Council spent $21,664.35 in legal expenses for VCAT hearings in this September quarter which were largely related to planning enforcement cases. 
Council’s expenditure in City Development planning operations in this September quarter was $1,208,104 compared to $640,879 received in fees and charges.  Pleasingly, after a 16 year wait, new planning fees were gazetted by the Government on 13 October 2016 which will improve the cost recovery against Council’s planning service and reduce the burden on rates revenue.

Council collected $2,835,040 in Public Open Space contributions in the quarter as a result of subdivision activity following multi-unit residential medium and high density development. 

In terms of overall development in Moreland in the quarter, Figure 19 in Attachment 1 shows developments to the value of $80,811,330 were approved by planning permits issued by the City Development Branch.

Service implications of closure of Council Offices

The closure of Council Offices will extend to the Coburg and Brunswick Town Halls, Customer Service Centres, Libraries and Maternal Child Health Centres. Essential services required to be delivered over this period including Waste Services, Aged Care services and some Maternal Child Health Centres will continue without disruption. Emergency on-call services will not be affected. 

Brunswick and Glenroy Citizen Service Centres

Historically, Council has closed both Service Centres for up to two weeks during the Christmas/New Year due to very low service traffic. Service traffic volumes are lower than average through December and January, and the period immediately after Christmas has been particularly low in past years (as measured at the Coburg Civic Centre, through the Contact Centre (telephones) and the web). As such it is proposed to close the Brunswick and Glenroy Citizen Service Centres for a three week period from 23 December 2016 to 13 January 2017, reopening on Monday 16 January 2017.

Service will continue to be provided at the Coburg Civic Centre, through the Contact Centre (telephones) and the Council website. In addition, payment in person for items such as rates can be made at Australia Post service centres.

Subject to approval by Council, communication of the site closures will be provided to the community well in advance along with promotion of alternative service channels during this period.

Waste and recycling collection

Waste and recycling collections will occur as per normal throughout the Christmas and New Year period.

Social and staffing implications

It is expected that with a low demand for office services, closing Council Offices at 12 noon on 23 December 2016 will have minimal impact on service delivery.

Assembly of Councillors does not include a meeting of the Council, a special committee of the Council, an audit committee established under section 139 of the Local Government Act a club, association, peak body, political party or other organisation.

Some examples include Councillor Briefings, meetings with residents/developers/ clients/organisations/government departments/statutory authorities and consultations. Councillors further requested that all Assembly of Councillors Records for Urban Planning Briefing meetings, irrespective of the number of Councillors in attendance, also be reported to Council meetings.

These guidelines have been adopted by the Moreland City Council (Council) for the
guidance of the Urban Planning Committee.

Exercise of Powers

The powers, duties and functions set out in the Instrument are delegated to the Committee.
This means that the Committee can only act under delegation when sitting in a formally
constituted meeting.

This means that the meeting must be called and conducted in a manner that complies with
the provisions of the Local Government Act 1989 (the Act) and with the Council's meeting
procedures local law.

The Committee cannot exercise its delegated powers when gathered outside the formal
meeting structure as described above. For example, an informal coming together of
members would not resolve to act under delegation.

Similarly, the delegations do not extend to individual members of the Committee.

The only opportunity for individual Committee members to be granted delegated powers
exists where the Committee member is a member of Council staff and subject to a
delegation under section 98 of the Act.

All delegations must be read in conjunction with this document and any other policies and
guidelines that may be adopted by the Council from time to time.

Reporting Back

These guidelines have been developed to support the concept of delegation as a means of
ensuring that the functions of Council are conducted in an efficient and timely manner.

Reporting back of delegations exercised may be necessary to ensure that adequate
information regarding those actions is available to other staff, managers and the council.

Such reporting back would be by presentation of reports to Council within the time specified
in the Instrument of Delegation and production of minutes of meetings that will be circulated
or available for inspection at any time.

Itis to be noted that the reporting back requirements on this policy are a minimum standard
only and that nothing will preclude more detailed or extensive reporting back of delegated
actions if individual circumstances warrant.

Executive Summary

This report presents the Financial Management Report for the financial year to date (YTD) period ending 30 September 2016. 

The Income Statement shows that Council is $11.5 million better than budget. This comprises overall revenues having ended $5.8M (13%) better than budget and overall expenditures having ended $5.8M (13%) less than budget YTD. The revenue surplus includes income from property sales and other Capital income of $4.2M higher than budget and public land contributions of $1.6M higher than budget. The significant variances are explained in this report.

Council has spent $4.2 million on capital expenditure which is $1.0 million less than budget.

Council resolves to note the Financial Management Report for the financial year to 30 September 2016.

Policy Context

This report supports Council’s continuing commitment to open and accountable management of the financial resources of Moreland on behalf of its ratepayers.

2.
Background

The Financial Management Report at Attachment 1 provides Council’s financial statements for the year to date (YTD) period ending 30 September 2016. The actual results are compared to the budget.

3.
Issues

Income statement

Council has a YTD surplus of $14.0 million which is $11.5 million better than budget. The variance explanations below have identified whether the variances are expected to be a timing issue or permanent timing. A timing variance is a current difference between actual result and budget which is expected to be resolved before the end of the financial year. A permanent variance is a current difference between actual result and budget which will continue to the end of the financial year.

The main items contributing to the overall variance are:

Revenue


Rates and Charges are $0.2M below budget. 


Economic Development - Income from the special rates scheme of $120k is offset by payment to the traders associations of an equal amount. This is budgeted for the end of each quarter however has not been paid to date.(Timing)


Finance and Business Systems - Calculation of interest on outstanding rates following the first instalment being received is below budget by $58k as the calculation has not been done yet. (Timing)


Statutory Fees and Fines are $0.1M below budget

Roads, Fleet and Waste - $213k better than budget, with Local Laws permits $86k and Other Permits $110k. These are mainly due to higher levels of hoarding permits, due to the amount of development. (Permanent)


Strategic Transport and Compliance - $298k below budget with Parking Fines $189k and Car Parking Fees $41k under. (Timing)


User Fees are on budget

Aged and Community Support – are below budget by $68k due to delays invoicing other councils. Delivered meals to Moreland residents $56k below budget due to reduced demand and Home help charges $42k below budget. (Timing)


Waste Services - Recycling income is $187k ahead of budget due to the raising of invoices in July that relate to 2015/16. (Timing)


Government grants are $0.1M below budget. 


Amenity and Compliance - School Crossings Supervisors - $252K grant for the school crossings supervisors has been received ahead of budget. (Timing)


Library Services - The entire Library Services State Government grant was budgeted to have been received in September however $513K was received in August and the remainder ($493K) is still outstanding. (Timing)



Capital Income is $4.4 million more than budget. 


Property and Governance received $3.5M from the sale of the Prospect street property upon settlement. Note that this income will be transferred to the Oak Park, Wheatsheaf and Saxon Reserves. (Permanent) 

Other revenue is $0.2 million more than budget 


Open Space $122K better than budget relating to the fee for removal of trees. (Permanent)

Finance and Business Systems - interest earned is better than expected by $141K due to a higher than anticipated level of cash flows to invest. (Permanent)

Contributions for next year’s projects are $2.0 million better than budget. 


Contributions to the Open Space Reserve are $1.6M higher than anticipated. Note that this income is transferred to Reserves as this income is not available for general expenditure. (Permanent)


Contributions to the Developer Contribution Plan Levy are $380K more than budgeted. Note that this income is transferred to Reserves as this income is not available for general expenditure. (Permanent)
Expenses


Employee benefits are $1.8 million less than budget. 


The variance relates primarily to roles that have been vacant for part of this year. Note that this variance is offset by $403K with the cost of contractors used to backfill vacant staff roles (expenditure on temporary staff is recorded under the Contracts category). (Permanent)


Contracts, Materials and Services are $4.4 million less than budget.


Waste Services are $863K underspent due to delays in payments for tipping fees and waste and recycling contract payments.(Timing)


Information Technology - Computer Supplies and Services $531K are less than budget, due to delays in receipt of major maintenance invoices for payment. (Timing)



Fleet - Motor Vehicle Expenses $385K under budget due to savings in Insurance Premiums $183K and lower than anticipated fuel prices in Fuel and Oil $114K. (Permanent)


Utilities are underspent by $581K - This includes late invoices in Electricity ($235K). (Timing)

Other Expenses are $0.5 million better than budget.


Finance and Business Systems - Debt Recovery Service $131K is less than budget due to late receipt of invoice from contractor which will be paid in early October. (Timing)


Council Grants Program $348K less than budget - with Community grants behind schedule in Social Policy and Recreation Services $114K and CERES grant budgeted for September but not yet paid $106k. (Timing)


Finance Costs are $0.1 million better than budget.


Finance and Business Systems - Interest Expense $141K less than budget as the Local Government Funding Vehicle June 2016 bond issuance was made at an interest rate lower than budgeted. (Permanent) 


These comments should be read in conjunction with the Income Statement contained in Attachment 1.

Capital Projects - CAPEX

The Capital program year to date has an actual spend of $4.2 million which is $1.0 million less than budget. This is an improvement compared to the same time last year (YTD September 2015) when the actual spend was $3.4 million which was $2.4 million less than budget

Cash 

At the end of September, Council had cash and short term investments of $71.9 million. This is approximately $4.6 million higher than the cash position at the beginning of the year. Increased reserve funds along with improved financial results contributed to the improved cash position. Note that cash fluctuates frequently over the year due to a number of factors including the timing of payments and receipts.
Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.

Council has conducted a request for quote (RFQ) process for the provision of a Managed Print Services (MPS) solution. The existing five year contract with Toshiba (Australia) expired in August 2016.

The major objectives in the selection of a new Managed Print Services solution were to:


Provide Council with a new and modern fleet of multi-function devices (MFDs) that support the printing, copying, and scanning of documents.


Provide a managed services infrastructure that fully meets Council’s performance requirements.


Continue to improve on the MPS architecture to increase the efficiencies available to staff, minimise waste and environmental impacts, and reduce down time.


Ensure that future operational costs of this solution were within the current budgeted operational expenditure, and that real savings were realised.

A contractual agreement with the recommended preferred supplier will deliver on these objectives.

	Recommendation

Council resolves:

To nominate Toshiba (Australia) Pty Limited (ABN 19 001 320 421) as Council’s preferred supplier. 

2.
That the Director Corporate Services be authorised to do all things necessary to execute contracts and any other required documentation.

Policy Context

This report is in keeping with the Council’s commitment to accountability and sound financial management. It also addresses the requirement under Section 186 of the Local Government Act 1989, which requires Council to conduct a public tender for services where the contract value is more than $150,000 for works as well as the policy commitments contained in the Procurement Policy.
2.
Background

Council’s current, and proposed managed print services (MPS) contract has a scope for the following solution components:


Multi-function devices (MFDs) that print, scan, and copy (with options to sort, staple and hole punch).


Using Council’s security swipe cards for authentication and print job release.


PaperCut software that provides print queue management.


MFDs located in Council’s libraries and available to the public.


Toner replacements (both mono and colour).


Solution support and maintenance.

The solution has a variable charge component for Council’s actual use of any MFD, quantified by the number of pages any MFD prints. These charges are based on the number of pages printed in mono or colour. Council is currently printing around 470,000 pages per month.

3.
Issues

Summary

Council released a request for quote (RFQ) utilising a Procurement Australia panel and associated umbrella agreement on Tuesday 26 July 2016. This RFQ closed on Tuesday 16 August 2016. Four major suppliers that had fulfilled Procurement Australia’s criteria corresponding to Council’s requirements were invited to respond, and from these four a shortlist of two were identified for further evaluation.

Detailed Procurement Australia documentation detailing the tender approach and evaluation, can be provided upon request. The summary report is saved in Council’s record management system. 

Procurement Australia Tender Process

Tender

This tender was advertised in the Herald Sun newspaper on Wednesday 2 September 2015.

The resultant Procurement Australia (PA) panel was established under an umbrella contract titled 1805-0835. This panel was selected after a detailed open tender process.

Evaluation criteria

The PA tender evaluation criteria included cost, capacity, capability, and social and environmental considerations. 

Evaluation outcome

Council’s Contracts and Procurement Unit has reviewed the PA panel contract and process, and subsequently has approved and recommended this panel for Council’s procurement process. They have judged the selected panel members to have provided acceptable responses for:


Professional competence


Customer focus


Contractors performance


Corporate social responsibility profile

Council’s procurement process

The PA panel contract is split into six categories, and Council’s RFQ had requirements covered by five of these categories, namely:


Category 1 – Multi-function devices hardware


Category 2 – Managed services


Category 3 – Acquisition methods


Category 4 – Card readers and mobile printing solutions


Category 5 – Software solutions

Those panel members that formally responded to at least Category 1 and 2 were invited to respond to Council’s RFQ. These vendors were:


Fuji Xerox Australia


Konica Minolta


Ricoh Australia Pty Ltd


Toshiba Australia Pty Ltd

Ricoh Australia and Toshiba Australia were shortlisted, and the evaluation process proceeded to product demonstrations and further revised bids, once all elements of Council’s requirements were included.

Following the evaluation process, Toshiba (Australia) Pty Limited was deemed to best provide a solution that aligned with Council requirements.

Inventory

The scope of materials includes 60 MFDs spread across 25 Council sites. Software licensing and backend print server builds are included in the proposed contract charges. Implementation and training are also included.

Social/environmental implications

The preferred supplier will be required to provide toner cartridges that are 100% recyclable and print devices that are greater than 90% recyclable.

Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.
4.
Consultation

Information Technology is the leading service unit for this project and RFQ process, and has consulted with the Contracts and Procurement unit. The project has also sought comment and advice from surrounding Councils.

5.
Officer Declaration of Conflict of Interest

Council officers involved in the preparation of this report have no conflict of interest in this matter.

6.
Financial and Resources Implications

Current operational state

The fixed charges for year four of the current contract were $16,900 per month, being $202,800 per year. These charges were for the rental of all hardware devices and software licensing and services. The variable costs of the solution, mainly based on the number of pages that Council prints, ranges between $8,000 and $13,000 per month. 

The total Information Technology budget allocation for print services is $345,000.

Information Technology will be positively influencing this expenditure into the future through its digitization projects that will reduce the need for Council officers to print.

Proposed new contract

The Toshiba (Australia) bid offers Council a four (4) year contract for the fixed charges of $364,971. This equates to $7,604 per month, for 48 months. 

The printing variable charges based on the current average volume of 470,000 pages per month equates to an expected monthly expenditure of $10,300 per month for usage charges.

Accordingly, the expected average operational monthly expenditure for the proposed Managed Print Services contract will be $17,904. A monthly variance due to the variability in actual print volume charges can be expected of around 20%.

Exceptions

Not every print related device that Council uses is included in the proposed contractual agreement. Units such as wide format printer/scanners and envelope folder and stuffers are not in scope for this report.

7.
Implementation

Council will be seeking to implement the solution during late November and early December of this year. The quoted proposed contract charges include all expected implementation costs.

Installation of a green naturestrip along the western side of High Street, Coburg (D16/361699)

Open Space and Street Cleansing        
Executive Summary

At September 2016 Council meeting, a Notice of Motion (NOM53/16) was presented to Council recommending that Council consult with the community regarding the proposal to install a green naturestrip along the western side of High Street, Coburg. 

Surveys were posted on Monday, 10 October 2016 asking residents along the west side of High Street if they were in favour of a naturestrip being constructed in front of their property. Responses were to be submitted by Friday, 28 October 2016.

Out of 24 surveys, 13 responses were received, seven agreeing to the proposal, and six against. 11 residents surveyed did not provide a response.  As per other survey processes within Council, a non-response is seen as accepting the status quo.

Following these survey results, three options were considered:


Establishment of a naturestrip along the entire length of the west side of High Street.


Establish naturestrips for only those seven residents who said yes.


Do not establish naturestrips along the west side of High Street in Coburg.

Given that only seven of the 24 residents agreed to the proposal and the associated maintenance implications, that these works are unfunded and due to concerns regarding the look of a ‘patchwork’ approach of naturestrip installation, it is recommended that naturestrips are not established in High Street.

	Recommendation

Note that consultation with the local community regarding the proposal to install a naturestrip along the western side of High Street, Coburg has taken place in the form of a survey.

Not to establish naturestrips on the west side of High Street, Coburg at this time and to notify residents of this outcome.

Policy Context

Moreland City Council Naturestrip Beautification Guidelines (currently under review) states that:


Naturestrips play an important role in the aesthetic, environmental and social health of a city. 

In comparison with fully paved areas, naturestrips offer many benefits, including absorption of rainwater, reduction in stormwater run-off and heat.  

2.
Background

A Notice of Motion (NOM53/16), was presented at the September 2016 Council meeting, seeking to install a naturestrip and to consult with the community regarding the proposal to install a green naturestrip along the western side of High Street, Coburg. 

Council is currently managing a street tree planting project at High Street, Coburg. The project will result in up to 48 new trees planted on the road and footpath. At present, naturestrips do not exist in High Street, Coburg. Residents from High Street, Coburg approached Council requesting that a naturestrip be established on the western side of High Street. Their rationale included increasing environmental permeability to the street and future street trees, increasing social interaction, and enabling community action and participation through design. 

The inclusion of the naturestrip would comply with disability access regulations which set a minimum footpath width of 1.2 metres for wheelchair access. This would mean the proposed naturestrip width within the street would range from only 600mm to 1 metre at the widest point.

A letter, survey and reply paid envelope was posted to residents on the west side of High Street on Monday, 10 October 2016, calling for responses to be submitted by Friday, 28 October 2016.

A plan of the results (Attachment 1), shows the seven naturestrip locations supported by residents through the survey. Four of the seven properties are in a row, with the other three in varying locations along the street.

Comments from residents in support of the establishment of a naturestrip included:


As a rate payer, we strongly believe the naturestrip will add value to our street and look much nicer.


…do have concerns over the type of plantings residents may choose, making it difficult to access the footpath from the road.


We would love a naturestrip. We are so disappointed to be the only street in the area without one…


…without a naturestrip our residential street can feel slightly industrial, or impersonal, it brings the feel of the neighbourhood down… we are completely in support.


Great idea, we would love more planting in the street.


There will be many benefits not least the following: tree health will be greatly improved… aesthetics and amenity will be improved due to removal of the continuous road reserve of black asphalt.

Of the 24 residents surveyed on the west side of High Street, seven residents responded yes and six responded no to the establishment of a naturestrip outside their property. 

Comments from residents not in support of the establishment of a naturestrip included: 


I purchased the property because there wasn’t a naturestrip. If you look at the front yards if naturestrips are implemented they will not be maintained.

No survey response was received from 11 properties, which is considered as supporting the ‘status quo’ being no naturestrip in this area. Therefore, the survey did not support the recommendation to establish naturestrips on the west side of High Street, Coburg in its entirety.

3.
Issues

Three options were considered:

Option 1

Establishment of a naturestrip along the entire length of the west side of High Street. Of the 24 properties, 7 said yes and 6 said no to a naturestrip.  This may result in 17 naturestrips not being maintained, or residents not wanting them outside their property. 

Although it is a common, accepted practice throughout Australia that the property owners or residents of abutting properties maintain the plants (excluding trees) and any landscape features on the naturestrip; Council would be responsible for the maintenance of any proposed naturestrips if the residents did not maintain them. Currently, Council is not in a position to undertake maintenance on residential naturestrips, which would present an ongoing issue of presentation in the street.

Option 2

Establish naturestrips for only those seven residents who said yes. Although four of the seven properties are in a row, this ‘patchwork’ approach would result in an inconsistent aesthetic appearance in High Street.

Option 3

Do not establish naturestrips in High Street because:


the survey did not demonstrate clear support for the naturestrip being constructed;


that these works are unfunded; and 


that there is no capacity for Council to maintain resident naturestrips across the municipality. 

This was seen as the most viable option.

Human Rights Consideration

The implications of this report have been assessed in accordance with the requirements of the Charter of Human Rights and Responsibilities.

4.
Consultation

Residents on the west side of High Street have been consulted with a letter, survey and return envelope. Surveys were posted on Monday 10 October 2016, calling for responses to be submitted by Friday, 28 October 2016.

Residents on the west side of the street were asked if they would like a naturestrip established in front of their property, with a yes or no tick box and space for comments.

5.
Officer Declaration of Conflict of Interest

Council Officers involved in the preparation of this report have no Conflict of Interest in this matter.

6.
Financial and Resources Implications

The establishment of a naturestrip would involve saw cutting and removal of the existing asphalt, excavation and backfilling of new soil and toppings is estimated to cost $1,000 per dwelling. This includes a 20% contingency.

The one-off costs are not necessarily the core financial concern. Rather, the potential for Council to need to fund ongoing maintenance and the precedent this potentially sets for other naturestrips across the municipality.

7.
Implementation

Option 1 and 2 would involve cutting of the existing asphalt, excavation and establishment of the naturestrip with mulch, stone toppings or turf (seed) could take place before the end of December 2016.

Executive Summary

Fleming Park is located between Albert, Cross, Victoria and Maghull Streets, Brunswick East. Council endorsed the Fleming Park Master Plan at the May 2014 Council meeting (DSD14/14). The endorsed Master Plan had a potential play space located on Cross Street, western side of the Reserve. Because of the discovery of high levels of sub-surface contaminated soil and the estimated $150,000 additional cost to manage this, the existing play space site on the east side of the reserve is now proposed to be the location for the upgraded play space.

The first stage of open space improvements were carried out in 2015-2016 financial year with allocated funding of $100,000. This comprised the installation of low energy lighting across the entire reserve as well as replacement of old fencing with new contemporary park fencing around the reserve perimeter.

The final stage of park refurbishment has funding of $200,000 allocated in the current financial year. There is a range of open space improvement works proposed that will increase the diversity of recreation activities including: 


the creation of a fitness circuit with the installation of outdoor exercise equipment; 


park fence to separate the shared path; and 


the play space and the inclusion of a ‘nature play’ zone as part of redesign and upgrading of the existing play space (Attachment 2). 

An opportunity has arisen to bring forward the replacement of the existing toilet facilities at Fleming Park through the deferral of the programed installation at Cumberland Road, Pascoe Vale. It is proposed to incorporate the new toilet installation into the community consultation program to be carried out for the overall Fleming Park refurbishment project.

Approve the relocation of the play space to the south-east corner of the reserve at the location of the existing play space (Maghull Street).

Policy Context

Master plan

Council endorsed the Fleming Park Master Plan at the May 2014 Council meeting (DSD14/14). The endorsed Master Plan at Attachment 1 had a potential play space located on Cross Street, on the west side of the reserve.

Play Strategy 2016–2020

Fleming Park is currently listed as a ‘small local’ playground. With the upgrade of the area, Fleming Park will become a ‘local’ playground. 

Local playgrounds are either located in a commercial/community hub, or in a site of high amenity. They draw users from a greater catchment area than small local playgrounds and attract family/social groups on weekends. Significant local playgrounds often contain amenities (such as toilets and barbeques) to facilitate these gatherings.

These sites are generally large and should cater for both junior and senior users. Commercial suppliers generally provide the play equipment. Structures are graded in their use with junior areas providing activities lower in height and the senior areas providing a graded range of activities that include agility and climbing structures. 

Moreland Open Space Strategy 2012 - 2022

Goal 6: Strategy 1 of the strategy is to enhance the range of age groups catered for in open space. Monitor exercise equipment in parks and increase provision of both static and moving exercise equipment in designated parks.
There is a growing demand evident in the community for outdoor exercise equipment. The open space at Fleming Park presents a good opportunity to accommodate exercise equipment that meets these strategic aims, catering for ‘active ageing’, which recognises the need for facilities that our ageing community can access to engage in more active recreation in Moreland parks.

Public Toilet Strategy

Public toilets are essential to provide equitable access to public outdoor spaces. They allow for the space to become a destination for extended periods for socialising, exercise, commuting and accessing community and commercial services. 

Council plays a key role in providing public toilets that are safe, accessible, clean and environmentally sustainable.

2.
Background

Completed works

Council endorsed Fleming Park Master Plan at the May 2014 Council meeting. Stage 1 of the open space improvements were carried out in the 2015-2016 financial year, comprising installation of low energy lighting across the entire reserve as well as replacement of old fencing with new contemporary park fencing around the reserve perimeter.

Toilet 

The planned installation of Cumberland Road and Gaffney Street automated public toilet is not able to proceed in the current financial year. Approval from VicRoads has been withheld due to concerns with underground services, while alternative options pursued were also found not to be feasible.

Replacement of the existing public toilet in Fleming Park is scheduled for 2017-2018, and funding for Open Space Refurbishment works is available in the 2016-2017 financial year. A direction from the public toilet project board proposes substitution of Fleming Park, subject to coordination with the Master Plan program of works and verification of costs meeting the budget allocated for this project so that both are aligned. Bringing forward the toilet replacement for Fleming Park enables demolition of the existing building, as indicated in the Master Plan, and allows for integrated community consultation for both the toilet replacement and park refurbishment projects.

3.
Issues

Soil contamination 

In the project planning phase sub-surface soil contamination testing was undertaken to inform the conceptual design for community consultation. Following the receipt of initial soil test results of the old Depot site, which showed elevated levels of subsurface soil contamination, further soil testing was carried out in order to find alternative suitable locations for a new play space. Results were obtained for two other areas of open space that may have been suitable for development however, each of these showed even greater levels of sub-surface soil contamination.

The areas of contamination identified pose no risk to the community. This contaminated soil is at a sub-surface level, with management only required when construction works are carried out and excavation works are required. It is completely safe for these areas to be utilised for public open space purposes.

Due to the prohibitive costs of soil remediation management at the originally proposed play space location estimated to be an additional $150,000, and the project having a $200,000 budget, it is proposed instead to retain the existing play space and install fencing between the shared path and play equipment. The proposed concept is to add new play equipment and include a ‘nature play’ zone to expand the range of play opportunities. Together with the safety fencing, rest seats and shade tree planting, this will see the play environment improved greatly. 

Play space 

The proposed play space concept plan will increase the diversity of recreation activities including creation of a fitness circuit with installation of outdoor exercise equipment and inclusion of a ‘nature play’ zone as part of redesign and upgrading of the existing playspace (Attachment 2). These installations will be a positive contribution in promoting the health and wellbeing of the local community.

4.
Consultation

A program for community consultation has been prepared in relation to the playspace design.

5.
Officer Declaration of Conflict of Interest

Council Officers involved in the preparation of this report have no Conflict of Interest in this matter.

6.
Financial and Resources Implications

Fleming Park Refurbishment is funded with $200,000 in the 2016-2017 Capital Program. Any soil management costs associated with the proposed concept works currently based on expected soil quantities, assumed soil classification and subsequent disposal rate will be managed within the allocated budget. 

New Toilet installation is funded with $175,000 in the 2016-2017 Capital Expenditure Program, allocated to the Cumberland Road/Gaffney Street project in Pascoe Vale. It is proposed that this funding is re-allocated to Fleming Park.

Investigation of pool heating options for Coburg Olympic Swimming Pool (D16/385867)

Background

The Coburg Outdoor Swimming Pool was constructed in 1965. It is located on Murray Road, Coburg, adjacent to Coburg Lake and the Pentridge redevelopment site. 

The pool has recently been saved by a campaign run by the Save Coburg Olympic Pool group and it has been the star of several television series.

The pool sits on the banks of the Merri Creek and is used in many local school swimming carnivals. The Coburg Outdoor Swimming Pool features a 50 metre, 8 lane outdoor pool, a 20 metre learner pool and a toddler pool. 

The Coburg Outdoor Swimming Pool operates as a seasonal facility, opening from December to March annually and often is unable to open until late in the afternoon due to the temperature. 

As part of the upcoming Aquatic and Leisure Strategy development, it is timely to investigate the opportunities to install pool heating (i.e.: solar) as a way to increase patronage to this facility, and extend its operating season. The newly developed areas of Coburg Hill and the Pentridge Estate have led to an increase in the local population of the area.

2.
Policy Context

Officer’s comments:

This Notice of Motion aligns to the 2013-2017 Council Plan theme, Moreland’s People, working toward the outcome:


Moreland community members are mentally and physically healthy and active.

It also aligns to Civic Leadership theme 19:


Moreland City Council is financially responsible taking account of current and future needs.

The feasibility of installing pool heating at Coburg Outdoor Swimming Pool can be investigated as part of the development of the Aquatic and Leisure Strategy, this process will identify:


Viable and sustainable options for heating the pool;


Alterations required to infrastructure and estimated capital costs of installing;


Likely water temperature and estimated additional time the pool could operate for (comfortable ambient temperature);


Estimated increases in operating costs (staffing/utilities, etc) require to support extended season/longer operating hours; and;


Likely increase in patronage as a result of the works. 

This would allow this project to be assessed against other strategic priorities to determine if the investment is viable.
3.
Financial Implications

Officer’s comments:

The investigation phase through the Aquatic and Leisure Strategy development will identify the financial implications relating to this proposal, and the cost/benefit of implementing this initiative at the Coburg Outdoor Swimming Pool.

State Government and Melbourne Water sale of public open space - 1 Hopetoun Avenue, Brunswick West (D16/387769)

Background

Open space is vital for our city, it is highly important that parks stay in public ownership especially in the south of the city where we have substantial development occurring and inadequate open space relative to other parts to the city.

The State Government via Melbourne Water intends to sell a piece of parkland in Brunswick West in Hopetoun Avenue. Council has written to the State Government and Melbourne water requesting that this sale be stopped and the land retained as public park land for community use. No response has been received from the Minister for Planning to date in relation to Council’s request to stop the rezoning and any subsequent sale of the land.

The State Government is proceeding with the sale and recently opened up a period for submissions to the proposal. This motion seeks that Council make a formal submission to the inquiry opposing the reasoning and sale of the land and that Council provide corresponding legal representation at the public hearing due to the significance of the sale and impact on the residents of Hopetoun Ave and the wider community.
2.
Policy Context

Officer’s comment: Moreland’s Open Space Strategy (MOSS) 2012-2022 states that the Moonee Ponds Creek has been heavily modified and urbanised and any opportunity to retain Open Space along the creek corridor is a priority, with a key objective to:

Advocate for the formalisation of surplus public utility land as public open space.

The Moonee Ponds Creek Concept Plan (1992), a joint MMBW (now Melbourne Water) and Moonee Ponds Creek Association (now Friends of Moonee Ponds Creek) plan is consistent with the Statement of Purpose of the Friends of Moonee Ponds Creek, which reads:

To ensure the preservation, restoration, environment protection and ecologically sensitive development and maintenance of the Moonee Ponds Creek and adjoining catchment areas, with a long term aim of securing a major regional park (the Moonee Ponds Creek Parklands) with significant recreation and conservation values.

Moreland’s adopted Watermap 2020 sets out to protect and enhance high quality public spaces (whether owned by Moreland or other agencies), landscapes and protection and enhancement of our waterways and wetlands and mitigating flood risk and damage.  Melbourne Water has an opportunity to contribute to a water sensitive city which ensures management of our creeks in an environmentally, socially and financially responsible manner by retaining this land.

Melbourne Water is proposing to undertake a masterplan for the whole of the creek corridor to address potential downstream inundation impacts related to the urban renewal of the Arden Macaulay precinct. 

Moonee Valley City Council is also currently developing a new master plan for the Moonee Ponds Creek with the local community, interest groups, Melbourne Water and other stakeholders to develop a vision for this important creek corridor.   

3.
Financial Implications

Officer’s comment: Quotations will need to be obtained for the legal advice associated with Melbourne’s Water initial offer for sale and for the representation at the public hearing in February 2017. It is estimated that the legal advice may in the order of $5,000 and legal representation (including preparation) may be in the order of $10,000.

Pedestrian Safety on Nicholson Street, Coburg (D16/387680)

Background

Residents, businesses and visitors to the Nicholson Street/Moreland Road, Coburg area are increasingly alarmed at the dangerous situation for pedestrians on the block between Moreland Road and Moore Street, and the Moreland Road/Nicholson Street/Holmes Street intersections. There have been three deaths in this area in the last three years.

The traffic along Nicholson Street is very fast moving because it travels at 60kmh and is used as a faster alternative by car drivers to Sydney Road which has a 40kmh speed limit. 

There are also a large number of pedestrians who cross Nicholson Street at Moore Street or opposite the IGA supermarket. Large numbers of people are drawn to cross the road in this location to access the IGA supermarket, access the mosque, access the soccer ground and access the park. 

There are also more businesses and more developments which have resulted in a big increase in the number of pedestrians and cars in the area, with new developments about to begin.

Residents are also concerned about pedestrian safety at the Moreland Road/Nicholson Street/Holmes Street intersection where pedestrians often run across traffic between the #1 and #8 trams. One solution identified by residents is to contact Public Transport Victoria and Yarra Trams about having a super tram stop at the intersection on Holmes Street that both #1 and #8 trams would stop at. A super tram stop at this location would have the added benefit of slowing the traffic down.

Local residents have collected hundreds of signatures on a petition and they’ve held a residents meeting to discuss possible solutions to make the street safer. Overwhelmingly, they feel that a 40kmh speed limit on Nicholson Street and Holmes Street between Bell Street and Albion Street would make the street a lot safer as well as reducing the speed limit to 40 kmh on Moreland Road on the approach to the Moreland Road/Nicholson Street/Holmes Street intersection  

2.
Policy Context

Moreland Council adopted a Pedestrian Safety Strategy 2010-2019. 

3.
Financial Implications

Officer’s comment: As Nicholson Street, Coburg is a VicRoads owned and maintained road, Council will be seeking that the costs for any safety improvement work is borne by VicRoads, therefore in this scenario there would be no cost to Council.
4.
Resources Implications

Officer’s comment: Council has sufficient resources to complete the proposed resolutions.
It must be noted that VicRoads does not generally install 40km/h speed limits when the length is shorter than 400m. As such, any proposal must take this into account. Also, Council officers has been working with VicRoads on the implementation of a 40km/h speed limit on Nicholson Street between Lyndhurst Crescent and Blyth Street. A response on this matter is imminent.

Residents have raised problems of lack of disabled parking bays in Bonwick Street and problems with the location of parking bays. A number of elderly people have been asking for a disabled park at the Post Office because it is too far for them to walk to the post office from the current disabled parking bays near Jukes Road.

Financial Implications

Officer’s comments: The investigation of parking demand and turnover, along with an audit to determine disabled parking demand, can be executed within existing operational budget. 
The development of a pedestrian crossing involves meeting specific warrants. If the warrants are met, a capital bid will have to be generated for consideration by Council.

Resources Implications

Officer’s comments: The investigation, and any necessary community consultation, into these matters, can be carried out using existing officer resources. The angled parking bays outside the shops in Bonwick Street are fitted with parking overstay detection sensors (PODS), providing the opportunity to gather accurate parking occupancy and turnover data.

Council resolves to:

Investigate installing disabled parking outside the Post Office as this is a common destination for elderly people with the existing disabled parking being up the other end of the shopping centre.

Investigate installing a pedestrian crossing with painted lines around the centre of the Bonwick Street shopping strip as a first step to make the shopping strip safer for pedestrians, particularly vulnerable pedestrians.

Receive a report on the results of these investigations and any next steps.
