· The EAO also then triggers further assessment and soil testing in order to assure when an EAO can be removed and Council is addressing community safety risks.

· $400,000 has been invested in Council’s largest transport strategy to address these issues;

· The Moreland Integrated Transport Strategy will be presented for adoption at Council’s February meeting.

· Elevated rail has been determined, by the State Government but these issues must be addressed to ensure the best outcome for the community; and
· The Mayor noted that this is not a decision that Council will be able to make. Council’s role is to advocate, however there is no guarantee on the outcome.

Adequate information has not yet been presented; and
· Council should play a role in extracting the information from Level Crossing Removal Authority.

At the invitation of the Mayor Cr Tapinos noted:

· It has been a longstanding advocacy position of Council to get as many crossings removed as possible;

· Council has not yet formed a view on elevated rail or trench; 

· Council will not get a choice about elevated rail or trench. The State Government has made that decision.

· The question for Council is how best to advocate for the best outcome, within the reality of what has been determined. Council needs to make sure it gets the best model and best technology that can be used.

· Council acknowledges the that building flooded following the storm event on 6 November (Melbourne Cup Day) when Melbourne received more rain in 2 hours than it received in the previous 2 months and that the building has also flooded previously;

· Council also acknowledges this flooding is having an impact on residents and has greatly impacted you;  

· The building construction and the flooding which is occurring is a complex matter and a formal response to the question will be provided to you following the completion of the investigation; and
· Council is re-inspecting the drain with CCTV to ensure that there are no blockages and that will be altering the pit lids to prevent them from coming off the pits during storm events.

	The resident asked:

· Will Council assist with a solution to stop the flooding for residents of Otto Apartments?

· How did Council approve the building in this location in light of the history of flooding, without requiring a design solution to address potential flooding?

· At the request of the Mayor, Director City Infrastructure, Grant Thorne advised a letter was provided to the residents today and outlined some key points:

· Council acknowledges the seriousness of the flooding issues;

· The flooding issues are complex and detailed and require investigation to provide a detailed response about what Council can and cannot do;

· Officers have inspected the drains via CCTV to ensure water is getting away;

· Work to secure pit lids has been commenced; and

· Works are planned in 2019/2020 to alleviate some of the flooding.

The Chief Executive Officer, Nerina Di Lorenzo advised a meeting will be arranged with Ward Councillors, residents and Council officers.


Endorse the Draft Public Lighting Policy for community consultation; and

Receive a further report with a final version of the Public Lighting Policy 2018 for consideration, following the completion of the consultation process. 

Following this resolution, a webpage for consultation on draft Public Lighting Policy was created and feedback was sought between 31 August 2018 and 28 September 2018. The website included a link to the draft policy and a form for the public to submit feedback. A brief article in the Moreland Leader newspaper on 13 August referred to the consultation process. No submissions were received during the consultation period.

The revised Public Lighting Policy 2018 provides a consistent and flexible approach to design, installation, and management of public lighting throughout the municipality. 

The objectives of the Policy are to:


Improve public health and safety;


Apply a uniform standard and consistent approach for public lighting across the municipality, including street lighting, off–street public areas and open space;


Provide consistent public lighting that conforms to appropriate standards for residents;


Provide quality lighting within urban design;


Reduce and control costs;


Establish standards regarding competing interests and expectations;


Ensure community expectations, in relation to relevant standards, cost effectiveness, sustainability and environmental issues, are consistently addressed;


Establish asset management standards to ensure best practice management and provision of public lighting;


Be consistent with related plans, policies and strategies of Council; and


Plan for and implement future proof public lighting assets for easy retrofitting and advancing technology.

No changes have been made to the policy that was endorsed for public consultation.

O'Hea Street and Main Street, Coburg Intersection Re-design and Flat Top Speed Hump Locations in O'Hea Street Between Sussex Street and Main Street (D18/382274)

	At the March 2018 Council meeting (DCI6/18), Council resolved to:

Apply to VicRoads for a Memorandum of Authorisation (MoA) for the installation of a zebra crossing in O’Hea Street noting the warrants are not met.


Adopt the suite of traffic calming works for O’Hea Street, Coburg to Pascoe Vale (which includes flat top speed humps, zebra crossing with flashing lights, the reduction of the speed limit to 40 km/h, and the redesign of O’Hea Street and Main Street, Coburg intersection, with the zebra crossing subject to VicRoads’ approval.


Allocate $200,000 from the existing transport management program budget in 2018/2019 to complete this work.


In preparing the final design for the intersection of O’Hea Street and Main Street, further investigates options for providing a safe bike crossing on O’Hea Street near the Main Street intersection, and that final design is presented to Council for adoption.
In summary, significant progress has been made in implementing the resolution from March 2018.


Design of the zebra crossing has been completed and VicRoads support the installation of the zebra crossing on O’Hea Street near May Street.


The design of the speed humps has been completed, subject to the additional speed hump recommended within this report.


The implementation of the 40 km/hr speed zone will be progressed following the completion of the zebra crossing, installation of the speed humps and completion of the works at the intersection of Main Street and O’Hea Street.


The works identified will be completed this financial year following successfully receiving funding for the project from VicRoads which supplements Council’s funding.


The redesign of the Main Street and O’Hea Street intersection and providing further safe crossing points for cyclists is the subject of this report.

In preparing the final design of the intersection of O’Hea Street and Main Street options to provide further safe bike crossings points on O’Hea Street were investigated.

Currently O’Hea Street contains a two-way bicycle path on the south side between Sussex Street and Sydney Road except when crossing Main Street and the Upfield Railway Line. Due to VicTracks’ strict design standards, it is not possible to maintain a two-way bicycle path on the south side through the level crossing or allow cyclists to cycle through the pedestrian crossing. Eastbound cyclists are required to cross O’Hea Street approximately 50 metres west of Main Street using a refuge island and cycle approximately 75 metres along an on-road bicycle lane prior to crossing O’Hea Street immediately east of the Upfield Railway Line using a raised threshold.

In finalising the design Council officers advice is that additional crossing points near Main Street are not warranted. There are currently three crossing points within 200 metres and a fourth to be installed shortly (zebra crossing). It should be noted that there have been no casualty crashes involving cyclists at the crossing points. The series of traffic calming works planned for O’Hea Street, which include flat top speed humps, a zebra crossing, modifications to the O’Hea Street and Main Street intersection and a speed limit reduction to 40 kilometres/hour will further improve the safety of these crossing points. 
Council officers have also been successful in receiving equal funding under VicRoads ‘Safe Travel in Local Streets’ program. The funding will help Council deliver the entire suite of traffic calming works this financial year rather than over two years.

As part of the funding application VicRoads provided feedback on the suite of traffic calming works as agreed upon by the O’Hea Street Working Group (OSWG). VicRoads recommended an additional speed hump is provided between Sussex Street and Main Street, which Council Officers support. An additional speed hump will reduce the spacing between speed humps which will improve road safety by reducing vehicle speeds and volumes along the length of O’Hea Street and ultimately help achieve the goals of the OSWG.

At the 11 April 2018 Council Meeting, Council resolved to request the Minister for Planning to appoint an independent panel to hear submissions to Amendment C164 (DED18/18). A Panel Hearing was held 4 June to 9 June 2018. The Panel report (at Attachment 1) was generally supportive, noting that the Amendment was well founded and strategically justified. The Panel concluded that Council should adopt the Amendment subject to a number of suggested changes. The main changes recommended by the Panel include:

Apply the Mixed Use Zone (MUZ) to part of the following properties (which were proposed be rezoned to C1Z):

the rear (western) portion of 523 Sydney Road;

the northern portion of 13-15 Edward Street (Edward Street car park);

the eastern portion of 59-61 Edward Street;

the rear of 154-158 Victoria Street;

Delete the EAO from 6 and 8 Ann Street;

Amend Schedule 19 to the Design and Development Overlay (DDO19) to delete the 17 metre preferred height limit for MILS Area 41 north of Albert Street and replace it with 14 metres.

Council officers generally support the proposed changes recommended by the Panel, except the following items: rezoning of 523 Sydney Road; the reduction in height from 17 metres to 14 metres in DDO19; and the removal of 6 and 8 Ann Street from the EAO. A detailed response is provided in section 3 of this report which explains why Council officers do not support these changes. 

On 4 October 2018, the Minister for Planning gazetted Amendment VC149 which introduced the Commercial 3 Zone (C3Z) to all planning schemes in Victoria as a tool available for use. The C3Z is a true mixed-use zone, which guarantees apportionment of land for employment uses. The C3Z also mandates a maximum percentage of floor area within any development that can be used for residential uses. 

Prioritising employment uses over residential uses is a key objective sought for the Moreland Industrial Land Strategy Category 2 Employment Areas. The C3Z provides more certainty, than the proposed Commercial 1 Zone (C1Z), that this objective will be achieved. For this reason, it would be remiss not to take the opportunity to investigate utilising this zone to achieve its objectives for a key planning policy in the MILS.

There is however, no reason to delay the other parts of the Amendment which have been tested through an exhibition and planning panel process, noting that the panel found the amendment to be strategically justified and recommended it should be adopted by Council, subject to changes. 

Therefore, Council officers propose to split the Amendment into two parts as follows:


Amendment C164 Part 1 (Attachment 2 to this report – approximately 124 properties); and


Amendment C164 Part 2 (Attachment 3 to this report – approximately 64 properties).

	At the April 2018 Council meeting, Council resolved (NOM9/18) to:


Continue to work through the short-term actions of the Urban Forest Strategy as adopted, prioritising Actions 2.4, items 1-6, to be implemented within the short-term timeframes, with a view to establishing tree and landscape bonds.


Call for a report outlining progress regarding the establishment of tree and landscape bonds by November 2018.
Council currently has protections in place to protect Council owned trees via the General Local Law, Asset Protection Permits, Planning Permit conditions and Environmental Overlays. Of these, the General Local Law, Planning Permits and Environmental Overlays also serve as a protection of mature trees on private land. 

In assessing these protections, there remains many issues that require consideration before determining a practical and clear process of establishing landscape bonds. A bonds process seems clear when related to Council owned trees however, is relatively untested in relation to privately owned trees. In benchmarking with other Councils, this view is supported with many having bond processes for Council owned trees, but not for trees within the private property.

This report responds to NOM9/18, providing an update Council on progress thus far on the establishment of landscape bonds.

Financial Management Report for the Period Ended 30 September 2018 - Cyclical Report (D18/385926)

	This report presents the Financial Management Report for the financial year to date (YTD) period ending 30 September 2018.

Council has developed and implemented a financial strategy of generating small surpluses to reinvest in much needed infrastructure projects.

The YTD Income Statement shows Council is $6.3 million better than the revised forecast. This appears to be primarily due to timing issues, rather than a permanent surplus. The surplus comprises overall revenues having ended $853,000 better than forecast and overall expenditures having ended $5.4 million (12%) better than forecast. If any surplus funds are available at the end of the financial year they can be transferred to the Significant Projects Reserve to fund Wheatsheaf Hub and Saxon Street Redevelopment Project.
Council has spent $13.7 million in capital expenditure which is $3.8 million more than forecast. This is an increase compared to the same time last year (YTD September 2017) when the actual spend was $7.1 million and was $1.6 million less than budget at that time. The overspend is primarily due to the purchase of three unbudgeted properties totalling $4.8 million.

	On 17 April 2018, the owner of 8 Newman Street, Brunswick, contacted Council expressing an interest in acquiring a section of the Right of Way (ROW) enclosed along the side of their property shown at Attachment 1 to this report.
