	Purpose and Scope


	The Moreland Transport Advisory Committee provides input on the implementation of the Moreland Integrated Transport Strategy (MITS), Brunswick Integrated Transport Strategy, Bike Strategy, Pedestrian Strategy and Parking Management Policy and on the development of strategic transport policy.

The Moreland Transport Advisory Committee further develops, promotes and assists Council to achieve the aims of the transport and sustainability strategies, by:

· Advising Council on priorities, processes and programs.

· Facilitating partnerships and developing opportunities amongst Council, the community and transport agencies, providers and operators.

· Identifying key strategic transport and land use opportunities.

· Providing a consultative forum and link to a wider network of community transport organisations.

· Promoting community support for the implementation of projects and programs.

Generating discussion on and evaluating transport policies and initiatives as they impact upon the Moreland Integrated Transport Strategy and its implementation.

	Membership 
	Councillor Responsible For City Amenity and Transport.

Members of the Community, representing the views of each of the four transport networks: walking, public transport, cycling and cars/trucks and citizens from different geographic locations from Moreland.

Director City Infrastructure, or their representatives, transport engineer, the Transport Co-ordinator and a strategic transport planner.

Representatives from interested parties, including: PTV, Private Transport Operators, VicRoads, RACV, PTUA, Bicycle Network Victoria, Bicycle Users Group, commercial vehicle operators, etc.
Councillors are appointed annually.

Membership is also open to other interested Councillors who can be appointed to the Committee annually by resolution of Council.

If a Community Member resigns within their term, the Committee shall recommend a suitably qualified nominee as replacement, subject to Council approval.

	Roles, Responsibilities and Accountabilities
	The Moreland Transport Advisory Committee is co‑ordinated and resourced by the Transport Development Unit.

	Minutes of the meetings are approved by Council at the next scheduled Council meeting.
