This playground at Moomba Reserve, Fawkner, accessed via the entry off Mc Bryde St, is planned for upgrading this financial year.

This upgraded play space will incorporate a blend of nature play amongst garden beds through the use of logs and rocks for balancing and sitting on. The existing
play equipment will be refurbished and new elements added to complement the existing features and excite a broad range of ages.
