General Safety Requirements | PoPE Compliance  
Place of Public Entertainment Permit

BYO marquees are discouraged and must be certified
Safety inspections occur before trade begins
Non-compliant stalls may not be allowed to operate

Stallholder Requirements

Food: 
Current FoodTrader Certificate required

Closed Alcohol Sales:
Only sealed, unchilled, prepackaged takeaway 
alcohol is permitted.

Plastic-Free: 
No single-use plastics (bags, bottles, cups, 
plates, straws, cutlery, containers)

Smoke-Free Event

Insurance 
Hold current Public Liability Insurance (PLI) 
with a minimum coverage of $20 million. 

Mandatory Attendance
• Stallholder Briefing – attendance required
• Safety Induction – attendance required

Refund Policy
Once confirmation is received and payment is confirmed; 
no refunds will be provided.

 Apply via Snapform

The form will guide you through:
• Stall category & site size
• Marquee or food truck setup
• Power and equipment options

 What You’ll Need to Provide

• Contact details, ABN

• Business details – stall and product 
   images, menu, average price
• Stall setup details, cooking processes 
  & equipment needs.

 If You’re Successful

• You’ll confirm final setup and documents

• You’ll receive payment instructions

• Stallholder fee is due before confirmation
