on the number of households in your development:
4-9 households 10-19 households

This applies to most townhouse developments This applies to larger townhouse developments

or small unit blocks. and medium-sized unit or apartment blocks.

- You will have your own 240 litre mixed recycling bin that
will be collected fortnightly

- Additional bins will arrive in March-April so that every
household has their own mixed recycling bin.

- This bin is to be stored on your own property. This will
create space for shared glass recycling and food and
garden organics bins in communal storage areas.
