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MINUTES OF THE Council Meeting
HELD VIA VIDEO CONFERENCE
ON Wednesday 10 June 2020
The Mayor opened the meeting at 7 pm and stated the Council meeting is being held on the traditional country of the Wurundjeri Woi Wurrung people and acknowledged them as Traditional Owners. The Mayor paid his respects to their Elders, past, present and emerging, and the Elders from other communities who may be here today. 

In opening the meeting the Mayor made a statement about the Black Lives Matter movement as follows:
As a community and as a Council we uphold human rights and justice for Aboriginal and Torres Strait Islander people and we oppose racism, we have seen worldwide protests against the systematic racism and police brutality after the death of George Floyd by Minneapolis police.

We acknowledge the Black Lives Matter movement and we acknowledge there is institutionalised racism in our own society and we all have a role to play in addressing it. We also acknowledge the need to close the gap between indigenous and non-Indigenous Australians. 

We call for an end to Aboriginal deaths in custody and for those responsible to be brought to justice, despite over 430 Aboriginal deaths in custody since the 1991 Royal Commission, no police or prison officials have ever been held criminally liable. I also acknowledge the black lives matters mural painted by the community in Florence Street and I support this mural and Council will not be removing it.

The Mayor noted that the meeting was being held in accordance with the Ministerial Good Practice Guideline for virtual Council meetings and any interruption to the livestreaming of the meeting to the community would mean the meeting would be adjourned.

· Council officers are also working on a detailed report to be presented at the July 2020 Council meeting, with a range of other methods to improve pedestrian cycling movement as well.

In particular, the Western Ring Road Trail follows land owned by Melbourne Water, Greater Melbourne Cemeteries Trust, Moreland Council, with much of it on an electricity transmission easement. This would seem to provide a valuable corridor for wildlife connecting Moonee Ponds Creek and Merri Creek.

· Council is looking at other ways of putting bonds on trees in the public space for this purpose so that when they are damaged or removed we can at least get some value to reinvest in trees and maintaining them.

ESD:

The amendment does not reduce the ESD outcomes approved by the original permit approval, which achieved an 8 Star average energy rating, 10kW solar system, 7,000 litre rainwater collection and reuse with the design embodying passive ventilation and energy efficient glazing.
Accessibility:
The amendment does not reduce the accessibility outcomes approved by the original permit approval, which provide five apartments that achieve the Silver Level requirements of the Liveable Housing Design Guidelines. Each dwelling as well as the building are provided with accessible entries and doorways.
Key reasons for support
Since the previous decision, the Tribunal has supported developments that provide zero car parking. This is a significant change in the facts relevant in support of this proposal. The site has excellent access to public transport and services to support zero provision of car parking.

Recommendation:
It is recommended that an Amended Planning Permit be issued for the proposal.
Council officers advised the meeting that legal advice had been received following the publishing of the agenda and sought leave to update the recommendation provided in the Council Report contained in the Agenda.

The plans must be generally in accordance with the plans advertised 23 December 2015 but modified to show:

The Development Infrastructure Levy amount for the development is $895.29 per 100 square metres of leasable floor space and the Development and Community Infrastructure Levy amount for the development is $602.51 per dwelling. In accordance with the approved Development Contributions Plan, these amounts will be indexed annually on 1 July.

If an application for subdivision of the land in accordance with the development approved by this permit is submitted to Council, payment of the Development Infrastructure Levy can be delayed to a date being whichever is the sooner of the following:

· For a maximum of 12 months from the date of issue of the Building Permit for the development hereby approved; or

· Prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance for the subdivision;

When a staged subdivision is sought, the Development Infrastructure Levy must be paid prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance for each stage of subdivision in accordance with a Schedule of Development Contributions approved as part of the subdivision.

Environmental Assessment and Auditing Requirements

4.
Prior to the commencement of construction or carrying out works pursuant to this permit, or any works associated with a sensitive use, or where no works are proposed, prior to the commencement of the permitted use, either: 

a)
A Certificate of Environmental Audit for the land must be issued in accordance with Section 53Y of the Environment Protection Act 1970 and provided to the Responsible Authority; or,

b)
An Environmental Auditor appointed under Section 53S of the Environment Protection Act 1970 must make a Statement in accordance with Section 53Z of that Act that the environmental conditions of the land are suitable for the use and development that are the subject of this permit and that statement must be provided to the Responsible Authority.

Where a Statement of Environmental Audit is issued for the land, the buildings and works and the use(s) of the land that are the subject of this permit must comply with all directions and conditions contained within the Statement.

Where a Statement of Environmental Audit is issued for the land, prior to the commencement of the use, and prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance under the Subdivision Act 1988, and prior to the issue of an Occupancy Permit under the Building Act 1993, a letter prepared by an Environmental Auditor appointed under Section 53S of the Environment Protection Act 1970 must be submitted to the Responsible Authority to verify that the directions and conditions contained within the Statement have been satisfied.

Where a Statement of Environmental Audit is issued for the land, and any condition of that Statement requires any maintenance or monitoring of an ongoing nature, the Owner(s) must enter into an Agreement with Council pursuant to Section 173 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987. Where a Section 173 Agreement is required, the Agreement must be executed prior to the commencement of the permitted use, and prior to the certification of the plan of subdivision under the Subdivision Act 1988. All expenses involved in the drafting, negotiating, lodging, registering and execution of the Agreement, including those incurred by the Responsible Authority, must be met by the Owner(s).

Prior to any remediation works being undertaken in association with the Environmental Audit, a ‘remediation works’ plan must be submitted to and approved by the Responsible Authority. The plan must detail all excavation works as well as any proposed structures such as retaining walls required to facilitate the remediation works.  Only those works detailed in the approved remediation works plan are permitted to be carried out prior to the issue of a Certificate or Statement of Environmental Audit.

Landscaping

5.
The Landscape Design Report prepared by Occulus with issue date 12 August 2015 will be endorsed to form part of this permit. Prior to the issuing of a Statement of Compliance or occupation of the development, whichever occurs first, all landscaping works, including installation of automatic irrigation, must be completed in accordance with the approved and endorsed Landscape Design Report to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. The areas designated as landscaped areas on the endorsed Landscape Design Report must thereafter be maintained and used for that purpose.
Environmentally Sustainable Development

6.
The Sustainability Management Plan prepared by Nick Bishop ESD (NBE) dated 31 August 2015 will be endorsed to form part of this permit. All works must be undertaken in accordance with the endorsed Sustainability Management Plan to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.  No alterations to the Sustainability Management Plan may occur without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.
7.
Prior to the occupation of any dwelling approved under this permit, a report from the author of the Sustainability Management Plan, approved pursuant to this permit, or similarly qualified person or company, must be submitted to the Responsible Authority. The report must be to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and must confirm that all measures specified in the Sustainability Management Plan have been implemented in accordance with the approved Plan.
Waste Management

The Waste Management Plan prepared by Leigh Design Pty Ltd dated 1 October 2014 will be endorsed to form part of this permit. The recommendations of the plan must be implemented and complied with at all times to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

All works must be undertaken in accordance with the recommendations contained in the endorsed Waste Management Plan to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. No alterations to the Waste Management Plan may occur without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.
Accessibility

10.
The Access Plan prepared by Morris Access Consulting dated 12 October 2015 must be amended by a suitably qualified access auditor to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority to include the following:

Demonstration that all dwellings are able to visited by a person with limited mobility by providing:

i.
An accessible path from the street and car park areas to a level entry.

ii.
Minimum width of 850mm for doors and 1000mm for hallways at entry at entry level.

iii.
A clear path of travel from the accessible entry to a living area and toilet suitable for people with limited mobility.

b)
Demonstration that the nominated adaptable dwellings meet the ‘Silver Level’ requirements in the Livable Housing Design Guidelines produced by Livable Housing Australia. 

When submitted and approved to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the Access Plan and associated notated plans will be endorsed to form part of this permit.
The recommendations of the plan must be implemented to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority prior to the occupation of the development. No alterations to the plan may occur without the written consent of the Responsible Authority.

11.
Prior to the occupation of any dwelling approved under this permit, a report from the author of the Access Plan, approved pursuant to this permit, or similarly qualified person or company, must be submitted to the Responsible Authority. The report must be to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and must confirm that all measures specified in the Access Plan have been implemented in accordance with the approved Plan.
Acoustic Attenuation

12.
The Acoustic Assessment prepared by Arup dated 28 August 2015 will be endorsed to form part of this permit. Construction and maintenance of the buildings must be in accordance with the recommendations contained in this report to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.
13.
Prior to the occupation of any dwelling approved under this permit, a report from the author of the Acoustic Assessment, approved pursuant to this permit, or similarly qualified person or company, must be submitted to the Responsible Authority. The report must be to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and must confirm that all measures specified in the Acoustic Assessment have been implemented in accordance with the approved Report.
Green Travel Plan

14.
The Green Travel Plan prepared by Breathe Architecture and received by Council will be endorsed to form part of the permit. The Green Travel Plan approved as part of this permit must be implemented as soon as practical from the endorsement date. Ongoing implementation, management and monitoring of the Plan must be undertaken to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority to ensure ongoing commitments to alternative modes of transport are met.
Melbourne Water Conditions

15.
Pollution and sediment laden runoff shall not be discharged directly or indirectly into Melbourne Water's drains or waterways.
16.
Finished floor levels of the building must be constructed no lower than 50.91 metres to Australian Height Datum (AHD).
17.
Prior to the issue of an Occupancy Permit, a certified survey plan, showing finished floor levels (as constructed) reduced to the Australian Height Datum, must be submitted to Melbourne Water to demonstrate that the floor levels have been constructed in accordance with Melbourne Water's requirements.
18.
Prior to the endorsement of plans, amended plans must be submitted to Council and Melbourne Water addressing Melbourne Water's conditions. Plans must be submitted with ground and floor levels to Australian Height Datum (AHD).
General

19.
Prior to the occupation of the development, any unconstructed portion of the right-of-way through to Florence Street is to be constructed to Council’s standards using construction plans approved by Council and the works supervised by Council.
20.
All stormwater from the land, where it is not collected in rainwater tanks for re-use, must be collected by an underground pipe drain approved by and to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority (Moreland City Council, City Infrastructure Department).

21.
Stormwater from the land must not be directed to the surface of the right-of-way to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority

22.
The surface of all balconies and terraces are to be designed to collect the stormwater run-off into stormwater drainage pipes that connect into the underground drainage system to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

	Officer Recommendation

That a Notice of Decision to Grant a Planning No. MPS/2019/130 be issued for the demolition of existing buildings and development of a mixed-use building, use of the land for dwellings and a reduction of the standard car parking requirement at 10 Dawson Street Brunswick, subject to the following conditions:

1.
Before the development commences, amended plans to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority must be submitted to, and approved by, the Responsible Authority. When approved, the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit. The plans must be drawn to scale with dimensions and three copies must be provided. The plans must generally accord with the plans advertised 20 November 2019 but modified to show:

a)
Deletion of level 7 or 8, and one of levels 3, 4, 5 or 6 with the commensurate reduction in building height in response to built form and heritage concerns and to resolve the overshadowing impact on the public realm on the south side of Dawson Street.

b)
A direct pedestrian entry to the residential lobby from Dawson Street, or a pedestrian zone from Dawson Street to the residential lobby clearly identified with a different surface treatment, signage, lighting including lighting and material treatment to the underside of the cantilever.

d)
On Levels 2 to 6 inclusive, the three-bedroom apartments at the north-eastern corner of the building (adjacent Saxon Street) internally reconfigured to provide an outlook from the living area to Saxon Street generally in accordance with the plan titled Level 3-6 North East Apartments Study, prepared by Fender Katsalidis, dated 6 February 2020 and received by Council on 7 February 2020.

e)
One car parking space allocated to the shop and 37 car parking spaces allocated to the office.

f)
Bicycle parking devices, including both horizontal and vertical bicycle parking devices installed in accordance with AS2890.3.

g)
Bicycle signage at least 300mm wide and 450mm high showing a white bicycle on a blue background, directing cyclists to the location of the bicycle parking

h)
Any substation required by the power company for this development. Any substation must be incorporated within the building (i.e. not free standing or pole mounted in the street) to ensure minimal impact on the visual amenity of the public realm;

i)
Any changes to the plans arising from the amended:

i.
Sustainability Management Plan in accordance with Condition 8 of this permit

ii.
Landscape Plan in accordance with Condition 12 of the permit

iii.
Waste Management Plan in accordance with Condition 16 of this permit.

iv.
Accessibility Report in accordance with Condition 18 of this permit.

Acoustic Report in accordance with Condition 20 of this permit.

vi.
Wind impact assessment in accordance with Condition 24 of this permit.

j)
A schedule of all proposed exterior decorations, materials, finishes and colours, including colour samples.

k)
Further details of the awning to Dawson Street including an extension of the length of the awning along Dawson Street to the extent possible without impacting on the street tree on the corner of Dawson Street and Saxon Street. The awning be setback a minimum of 750mm from the kerb and at a height of not less than 3 metres above the level of the footpath and 2.7 metres from any proposed signage below the awning. 
l)
A sign erected on the building facing either or both of Dawson Street and Saxon Street identifying the building as the ‘John Curtin building’.
2.
The development and use as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority. This does not apply to any exemption specified in Clauses 62.02-1 and 62.02-2 of the Moreland Planning Scheme unless specifically noted as a permit condition.

Easement to be created

3.
Prior to the commencement of the development, excluding demolition and bulk excavation, a Creation of Easement Plan must be prepared by a suitably qualified land surveyor detailing a new carriageway Easement E-2 partially along the site’s north-western boundary but within the extent of the existing Easement E-1 created in favour of the Brunswick Baths (No.16 Dawson Street, Brunswick), to allow right of carriage to No.33 Saxon Street, Brunswick. Prior to the endorsement of plans, the Sustainability Management Plan by GIW, Reference GIW18075 Revision B dated 30/01/2019 must be amended by a suitably qualified environmental engineer or equivalent to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. When to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the report will be endorsed and will form part of this permit. The amended report must include the following:

Provide first rate energy models and individual modelling reports for all apartment types, except where the dwellings are thermally equivalent.

b)
Provide a daylight modelling report, ensuring that the VLT of the glazing modelled match the glazing specifications used in all energy modelling reports.

When to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the report will be endorsed and will form part of this permit. The plan must be generally in accordance with the advertised WMP but it must be amended to show the development layout updated to reflect the changes required by Condition 1 of this permit and the requirements of Condition 7(h) of this permit related to the Sustainability Management Plan.

Acoustic Report

When to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the report will be endorsed and will form part of this permit. The plan must be generally in accordance with the advertised acoustic report but amended to include:

The development layout updated to reflect the changes required by Condition 1 of this permit.

Measures to ensure the design of dwellings comply with Standard D16 of Clause 58.04-3 (Noise impacts objective) of the Moreland Planning Scheme.

c)
Measures to ensure the design and construction of the dwellings within 50 metres of the function centre use at 33 Saxon Street, Brunswick comply with Clause 53.06-3 (Live Music and Entertainment Noise) of the Moreland Planning Scheme. The dwellings must be designed and constructed to include acoustic attenuation measures that will reduce noise levels from the:

The building must be constructed and maintained in accordance with the recommendations contained within the approved Acoustic Report to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. The Acoustic Report endorsed under this permit must be implemented and complied with at all times to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority unless with the further written approval of the Responsible Authority.

Prior to the issue of a Statement of Compliance or occupancy permit for any part of the building approved under this permit, whichever occurs first, a report from the author of the Acoustic Report approved pursuant to this permit or similarly qualified person or company must be submitted to the Responsible Authority. The report must be to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority and must confirm that all measures specified in the Acoustic Report have been implemented in accordance with the approved Acoustic Report. 

Wind impact assessment

24.
Prior to the endorsement of plans, an amended wind impact assessment must be submitted and approved to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority. When to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority, the report will be endorsed and will form part of this permit. The plan must be generally in accordance with the advertised wind impact report but it must be amended as required, to show the development layout updated to reflect the changes required by Condition 1 of this permit.

Development Contributions

27.

Where a Statement of Environmental Audit is issued for the land, and any condition of that Statement requires any maintenance or monitoring of an ongoing nature, the Owner(s) must enter into an Agreement with Council pursuant to Section 173 of the Planning and Environment Act 1987. Where a Section 173 Agreement is required, the Agreement must be executed prior to the commencement of the permitted use, and prior to the certification of the plan of subdivision under the Subdivision Act 1988. All expenses involved in the drafting, negotiating, lodging, registering and execution of the Agreement, including those incurred by the Responsible Authority, must be met by the Owner(s).

Prior to the issue of an occupancy permit for any part of the building all parking spaces are to be marked with the associated apartment or shop number to facilitate management of the car park to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

The area set aside for the parking of vehicles and access lanes shown on the endorsed plan must to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority:

Be completed prior to the issue of an occupancy permit for any part of the building


Be maintained.


Be properly formed to such levels that it can be used according to the endorsed plan.


Be drained and surfaced.


Have the boundaries of all vehicle parking spaces clearly marked on the ground to accord with the endorsed plan.


Not be used for any other purpose other than the parking of vehicles.

Prior to the issue of an occupancy permit for the development, all telecommunications and power connections (whereby means of a cable) and associated infrastructure to the land must be underground to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority.

That a Notice of Decision to Grant a Planning No. MPS/2019/130 be issued for the demolition of existing buildings and development of a mixed-use building, use of the land for dwellings and a reduction of the standard car parking requirement at 10 Dawson Street Brunswick, subject to the following conditions:

1.
Before the development commences, amended plans to the satisfaction of the Responsible Authority must be submitted to, and approved by, the Responsible Authority. When approved, the plans will be endorsed and will then form part of the permit. The plans must be drawn to scale with dimensions and three copies must be provided. The plans must generally accord with the plans advertised 20 November 2019 but modified to show:

a)
Deletion of level 7 or 8, and one of levels 3, 4, 5 or 6 with the commensurate reduction in building height in response to built form and heritage concerns and to resolve the overshadowing impact on the public realm on the south side of Dawson Street.

b)
A direct pedestrian entry to the residential lobby from Dawson Street, or a pedestrian zone from Dawson Street to the residential lobby clearly identified with a different surface treatment, signage, lighting including lighting and material treatment to the underside of the cantilever.

A minimum clearance height of 4.6 metres provided along the length of the carriageway easement in accordance with Condition 3 of this permit.

d)
On Levels 2 to 6 inclusive, the three-bedroom apartments at the north-eastern corner of the building (adjacent Saxon Street) internally reconfigured to provide an outlook from the living area to Saxon Street generally in accordance with the plan titled Level 3-6 North East Apartments Study, prepared by Fender Katsalidis, dated 6 February 2020 and received by Council on 7 February 2020.

e)
One car parking space allocated to the shop and 37 car parking spaces allocated to the office.

f)
Bicycle parking devices, including both horizontal and vertical bicycle parking devices installed in accordance with AS2890.3.

g)
Bicycle signage at least 300mm wide and 450mm high showing a white bicycle on a blue background, directing cyclists to the location of the bicycle parking

h)
Any substation required by the power company for this development. Any substation must be incorporated within the building (i.e. not free standing or pole mounted in the street) to ensure minimal impact on the visual amenity of the public realm;

The awning be setback a minimum of 750mm from the kerb and at a height of not less than 3 metres above the level of the footpath and 2.7 metres from any proposed signage below the awning. 
l)
A sign erected on the building facing either or both of Dawson Street and Saxon Street identifying the building as the ‘John Curtin building’.
2.
The development and use as shown on the endorsed plans must not be altered without the written consent of the Responsible Authority. This does not apply to any exemption specified in Clauses 62.02-1 and 62.02-2 of the Moreland Planning Scheme unless specifically noted as a permit condition.

Easement to be created

	Amendment C189 (the Amendment) proposes to add new landscaping requirements within the Residential Zone Schedules of the Moreland Planning Scheme. These requirements would obligate new medium density developments to be designed to incorporate taller and wider canopy trees to maximise canopy shading; design wider private open spaces to provide the space for trees to grow to their full potential; and direct particular planting locations to assist in shading of hard surfaces that absorb and radiate heat.
The Amendment was publicly exhibited for four weeks from 21 November 2019 to 20 December 2019. Eight submissions were received, one of which was withdrawn. Four of the submissions supported the Amendment. On 12 February 2020 Council Resolved (DCF53/19) to request the Minister of Planning to appoint an independent Panel to consider the submissions received during exhibition of the Amendment.

Planning Panels Victoria considered the Amendment and submissions through written submissions only, a process which did not require attendance at a hearing. The Panel report, at Attachment 1, is supportive of the Amendment, noting that the Amendment is well founded and strategically justified and that issues raised in submissions did not warrant any changes to the Amendment. The Panel recommends the Amendment be adopted subject to changes relating to minor drafting improvements.

Draft Social Cohesion Plan 2021 - 2024 (D20/197807)

	Moreland was one of the first councils in Victoria to introduce a Social Cohesion Plan (the Plan) 2018-2020 in 2018. The 2018-2020 Plan was supplemented by a budget allocation to implement a small number of more substantial projects and a request to review the 2018-2020 Plan before its conclusion in 2020. The 2018-2020 Plan has been reviewed and this report includes a draft Social Cohesion Plan (draft Plan) 2021-2024 for Council’s consideration.

This draft Plan 2021- 2024 builds on the 2018-20 Plan, which included the delivery of more than 50 activities or programs to promote social cohesion across Moreland. 
The following projects have been funded under the initial plan:


Social and Economic Participation in Glenroy (2019) - Glenroy Neighbourhood Learning Centre ($45,000); 

Building civic participation and community leadership - Moreland Democracy Lab (2019) – collaboration with the Public Value Studio ($35,000);


Promoting social and cultural participation - ‘Connecting Women in Moreland’ project - VICSEG New Futures ($90,000);


Promoting social and cultural inclusion and exchange - ‘Fawkner Grows and Fawkner Eats Project’ - Fawkner Food Bowls – ($100,000)
The draft Plan 2021- 2024 retains its focus on cultural, economic and civic participation as broad measures as defined in the Scanlon Monash Index. The five focus areas and associated priorities detailed in the draft Plan 2021-2024 framework have been guided by, and strengthened the connection to, the Moreland Human Rights Policy 2016-2026 policy principles. Priority groups have also aligned with the policy and it provides a framework for the implementation of Council’s human rights obligations.
The impact COVID - 19 has had on the community and the economy is one of the key drivers for this refresh. For example, projected unemployment rates, significant social isolation and reports of racism related to the pandemic all threaten social cohesion. The short and long-term impacts will be taken into account in developing the implementation plan.

Plastic Wise Policy Implementation Update Council Action Plan Item - NEW (D20/224235)

	Council has made good progress into reducing single-use plastic across Council facilities and events since the Plastic Wise Policy was adopted in April 2019. Actions to reduce Council’s environmental impact are important, given 95 per cent of the litter on Port Phillip Bay beaches comes from suburban streams and stormwater systems, with plastic a major issue. 

The policy has been operationalised within Civic Events, Customer Service Centres, Youth Services, and Arts and Culture units at Council. Disposal of an estimated 5000 plastic water bottles has avoided since implementing the policy at festivals and events in Moreland. 

The policy has been successful in reducing single-use plastic at events. However, the current process for granting vendors policy exemptions is resource intensive, for items such as coffee cups that have no plastic free alternative. As an interim measure given no plastic-free single-use cup currently exists, it is proposed to remove paper cups from the exemption process for vendors. Paper cup recycling stations will be used at Festivals Moreland events. 

‘Offsite meeting packs’ for Council officers were upgraded in January 2020 to include reusable plastic cups, saving 50 - 100 single-use cups per week. Youth Services began giving away reusable coffee cups at some events from late 2019 and reusable cups have been purchased to replace plastic lined paper-cups at future Brunswick Libraries’ Readmore events.

As part of engagement about the policy, the majority of sports clubs consulted were prepared to transition to most aspects of the policy. However, concerns exist regarding the financial impact if bottled water cannot be sold and the lack of accessible drinking fountains for many clubs. The proposed approach is to start by supporting clubs to make voluntary pledges and actions to reduce single-use plastic. The policy will then be included in ground allocations and lease terms and conditions, with compliance required by 2022, in line with a staged roll out of water fountains. Given the significant impact of COVID-19 on local clubs, including affecting sponsorship agreements and some clubs’ financial viability, a transitional period is considered appropriate. 

Assessment of the implications of upgrading Council’s halls for hire to reduce single-use plastic, found a significant financial commitment would be required to install dishwashers and provide crockery/cutlery. Not all venues were suitable for upgrade. Two trials are proposed to test the operational feasibility of rolling out upgrades more broadly, allowing for the environmental benefit and user experience to be considered against the financial cost.

Feasibility study - Waste Facility for Mixed and Compacted Litter - Council Action Plan Item (CAP 59 1 (b)) (D20/185430)

	The environmental benefits of recycling and diverting waste from landfill and reducing emissions are critical in the climate emergency.

The Waste and Litter Strategy 2018 was adopted on 12 December 2018. Within the Waste and Litter Strategy Action 8.3.1 (d) states:

Seek to identify a sorting facility that can take mixed street waste to sort and divert the recyclable component.
In addition, Council Action Plan - CAP 59 1(b) commits to:

Complete a feasibility study on Waste Facility for Mixed and Compacted Litter and report the outcomes back to Council. 
Mixed waste is waste collected outside of the two hard rubbish collections each year, from illegal dumped rubbish and street sweeping waste. Compacted litter is waste collected through public litter bin collections and is compacted both by Council’s smart bins where located and compactor trucks when collected.

Over the past two years, Council has implemented initiatives that have resulted in a reduction in mixed waste going to landfill. This has been achieved through recycling of mattresses through a not for profit organisation called ‘Soft Landing’ and recycling street sweeping waste at a facility in Campbellfield. This has resulted in an average total of 16 per cent diversion of all waste streams over the past two years in the Street Cleansing area. 

A feasibility study (Attachment 1), analysed Council’s current practices and waste facilities and provides recommendations on how to improve diversion of waste through facilities that sort mixed waste streams on site. The feasibility study also identified that no alternate facility could sort compacted waste on site at the current time, however some facilities are investigating this.

The feasibility study recommends initiatives that will further increase waste diversion from landfill by identifying facilities that sort waste on site to either recycle or reuse materials. It is estimated that in utilising these facilities up to between 35 and 69 per cent of waste diversion could be achieved in relation to Council dumped rubbish disposal each year.
The recommendations come at a higher disposal cost which will need to be considered when looking into the potential usage of these facilities. The financial impacts may be outweighed by higher diversion rates and the positive social outcomes achieved.

Community Engagement and Public Participation Policy Implementation Plan - 18 month Progress Report (D20/205621)

	In December 2018 Council adopted its Community Engagement and Public Participation Policy and Framework. A Policy Implementation Plan 2019-2020 (the Implementation Plan) was subsequently put into effect.

This report summarises the progress made in building the organisation’s capacity and capability in community engagement. It also evaluates the progress on the Implementation Plan over the past 18 months. 

The progress of the Implementation Plan was reviewed through an evaluative framework that assessed actions to a standard of being either ‘accomplished’ (excellent); ‘skilled’ (good), ‘developing’ (fair) or ‘needs improvement’ (poor). 

Attachment 1 summarises the review and overall demonstrates that organisational capacity and capability is still developing in contemporary community engagement practice. While most actions of the Implementation Plan have been completed, some remain in progress. 

Several achievements have also been accomplished, providing a solid foundation of resources and systems to equip Council officers. The next phase of capacity building efforts needs to be in training and partnering with Council officers to enable a consistently higher standard of engagement practice. 
The top three areas where Moreland Council can improve its practice in the period ahead include:

Earlier planning for consultation as part of core project management including allowance of adequate time and resourcing; 

ensuring that a thorough community impact assessment is carried out for all Council initiatives so that impacted stakeholders can be identified early, and consultation can occur at a level that is appropriate to the level of community impact; and 

increased targeted engagement training for Council officers and managers. 

Key achievements include:

New tools, templates, guidelines and resources developed for consultation; 

An internal network of engagement champions has been established to drive an internal culture of engagement; 

Improved community consultation training for Council officers; 

A new digital engagement online platform. 

Next steps will include updating Council’s Community Engagement and Public Participation Policy in line with the new Local Government Act 2020; and developing a new three-year action plan to continue moving Council’s engagement practice from ‘developing’ to ‘accomplished’.

Seeking a Congestion Levy Rebate - Response to Notice of Motion NOM7/20 (D20/156610)

	In February 2020, Council resolved (NOM7/20) to receive a report on parking fees raised for the Victorian Government since the Parking Levy was introduced in Moreland and the impact due to the lack of any rebate coming back to the City to spend in our municipality.
The resolution required that the report was to outline:


The types of infrastructure we could spend that revenue on to implement our infrastructure and sustainable transport plans; 


The approximate cumulative loss of Parking Levy rebate to date and Moreland’s lost opportunities that result from this;


Possible solutions to resolving the lack of any rebate from the Parking Levy being returned to Moreland City and how this may sit within Council’s advocacy program with the Victorian Government.

This resolution relates to the State Government Congestion Levy (Levy) that was introduced to address traffic congestion encourage greater use of public transport.
The State Government imposes the Levy on ‘off-street’ parking spaces (both public and private) used for vehicle parking where there is a charge imposed (that is, fee parking or permits with fees) within the Levy area. There is a two-tier system of charges and Moreland is located in the category 2 zone. The area includes off-street car parks south of Dawson Street and Glenlyon Road, Brunswick. 
Council uses the parking meters as a demand management tool to encourage sustainable transport use. It provides an all-day parking opportunity for people who need to drive. Previously when fee parking was removed from the Dawson Street car park for an extended period (due to a vandalised machine) occupancy increased from approximately 65 per cent to 100 per cent. This created additional traffic congestion in the area.
A rebate to the Levy could be tied to a commitment of expenditure on projects improving pedestrians and cycling access, which aligns with one of the aims of the levy and the Moreland Integrated Transport Strategy 2019 (MITS), which is to encourage greater use of public transport. This also aligns with Council’s Transport Advocacy Plan.

The cumulative Levy Council has paid to date is $905,044 (average of $160,000 over 6 years). If the same 15 per cent rebate that the City of Melbourne receives is applied to this, the potential cumulative rebate is $135,757 or approximately $23,000 per year. This annual rebate could contribute towards projects to encourage sustainable travel such as a portion of a refuge island, up to 10 street lights, two bus shelters or several pram ramps and line markings.

The Transport Advocacy Plan outlines Council’s approach to transport advocacy on issues not solely within Council’s control, in line with the outcomes specified in MITS. The scope of the plan includes public transport and road outcomes, the latter including pedestrian and cycling improvements such as the revised 10-year bicycle and pedestrian capital works programs which Council will consider at the July 2020 Council meeting as part of the budget process.

Comparison of Solar Savers Schemes and Environmental Upgrade Agreements - Response to Notice of Motion 12/20 (D20/173498)

	This report is presented in response to Council’s decision in February 2020 (NOM12/20). Council sought to receive a report outlining a preference between a ‘Solar Savers’ scheme and a residential environmental upgrade agreement (EUA), the benefits and costs of both schemes and options to allocate approximately 0.5 per cent of future Council budgets to managing, advertising and expediting uptake of these programs. With a view to particularly target low income homeowners, low income renters and culturally and linguistically diverse (CALD) communities across Moreland. The comparison was sought in time for 2020/21 budget decision making.
The Local Government Act 2020 amends Section 181A of the Local Government Act 1989 to open Environmental Upgrade Agreements (EUA) to all rateable properties, not just commercial as was previously provided.

Darebin City Council introduced a Solar Saver Program in 2015 which offered the installation of solar panels on low income homes and charitable organisations, allowing them to repay the cost over a 10-year period interest free. In 2019, the Solar Saver Program was expanded to offer this program to all Darebin properties.

Preliminary assessment of the process and costs to administer a Solar Savers program with comparison to EUAs has been undertaken, including the impact on Council’s ability to deliver other Council strategies. 

Both approaches offer potential benefits to the community in terms of energy and cost savings. Council’s Zero Carbon Moreland (ZCM) – Climate Emergency Action Plan 2020/21–2024/25 includes initiatives to pilot residential EUAs during 2020/21 and to subsidise energy upgrades in households experiencing energy stress ($,1000 subsidy for 62 households). Both these initiatives are collaborations with Department of Environment Land Water and Planning and have potential to be expanded. 

During 2020/21 there is good potential to develop and expand programs to drive uptake of household energy efficiency and solar, particularly supporting resilience of vulnerable households, as part of Council’s climate emergency response. Currently funded ZCM programs will allow for this program development and deliver benefits to the community without compromising Council’s ability to deliver on other outcomes outlined in the Council Plan 2017-2021. Officers are investigating the formation of a program to assist those experiencing financial hardship by supporting solar instalment as part of the $1.2 million recovery package. Further advice will be provided to Council as part of the 2020-21 Budget adoption.
Darebin Council’s Solar Savers program was a major initiative requiring $5 million per year over the past three years (from cash reserves) including between four and five full time equivalent dedicated program staff. Advice from Darebin officers is that a smaller $1 million Solar Savers program would require approximately two full time equivalent staff to deliver, with commensurably fewer solar installations funded. 

Council’s February decision called for options to allocate 0.5 per cent of future Council budgets to be used for managing, advertising and expediting the uptake of these programs. Council’s anticipated turnover for 2020/21 is $200 million and 0.5 per cent represents $1 million.

	The Counihan Gallery In Brunswick opened in 1999 as the municipal gallery for the City of Moreland and was named in honour of well-known artist and activist Noel Counihan (1913 - 1986). Now entering its 20th year, the Counihan Gallery In Brunswick has developed a reputation and profile based on its exhibitions that embody social, political and cultural commentary, and reflect humanist and environmental concerns. 
The gallery attracts an annual visitation of between 7,000 and 9,000 visitors which places the gallery on par with other similar council owned galleries. In February 2020 the Counihan Gallery In Brunswick launched a new exhibition space effectively doubling the size of the gallery and providing much needed street frontage onto Sydney Road. The Counihan Gallery In Brunswick Strategic Plan 2020 - 2025 is designed to leverage this significant investment, to broaden the gallery’s audience base over the next five years. 

The Counihan Gallery In Brunswick Strategic Plan 2020 - 2025 provides for improved service delivery and identifies key strategic initiatives to raise the profile, increase visitation, and pursue external resources for the gallery. It follows the expiration of the previous Strategic Plan in 2018 and has been developed through benchmarking and stakeholder consultation. It outlines thirty actions and measures for the Gallery over a five-year period. The Strategic Plan 2020 – 2025 outlines the gallery’s goals and strategies for the next five years led by five pillars: Representation, Advocacy, Inclusion, Sustainability and Education (RAISE). These pillars are designed to encapsulate all areas of the gallery’s commitments for the next five years and are designed to RAISE the profile and reach of the gallery, RAISE the business operations and systems of the gallery, RAISE the gallery’s relevance in the contemporary art landscape and within the community, and RAISE the benefits the gallery offers the community we serve.

	Council is building a new Community Hub at 50-62 Wheatsheaf Road Glenroy. It is located adjacent to Bridget Shortell Reserve and will be built on the site formerly known as Glenroy Primary School. The facility will contain Maternal and Child Health, Kindergarten and long day care services, a modern library, community meeting rooms, a community health service, neighbourhood learning centre, and community garden. The facility has not yet been named. The facility is considered to be a ‘feature’ in accordance with the Geographic Names Victoria’s (GNV) Naming Rules for Places in Victoria, Statutory Requirements for Naming Roads, Features and Localities – 2016 (the Naming Rules).

Public consultation has been undertaken to seek naming suggestions for the new facility. Public notice was given on Council’s websites, in the Moreland Leader newspaper on 27 January 2020 and the Northern Leader newspaper on 28 January 2020, seeking submissions from the community on the naming of the new feature until 6 March 2020. 

13 submissions were received, with 15 different names for the new facility suggested, shown in Attachment 2. Of these names, four have met the Naming Rules requirements and Council’s Place Naming Preference Criteria as set out in Naming Moreland Places Policy.

Proposed lease - 406 Victoria Street, Brunswick (D20/160844)

	At its March 2019 meeting Council resolved (DEP1/19) to commence an Expression of Interest (EOI) process to secure a lessee for the site at 406 Victoria Street, Brunswick (commonly referred to as 420 Victoria Street or the Brunswick Business Incubator as signposted on the building).

Advertised in April 2019, the EOI was a call to market that sought to evaluate interest for establishing coworking, incubator, makerspace, acceleration and an event space on the site. 

Following receipt of five responses, the evaluation panel shortlisted three fully compliant respondents and invited them to submit more comprehensive proposals through an invitation only Request for Proposal (RFP) process.

At its meeting on 10 July 2019 (DEP6/19) Council endorsed its objectives and criteria for the RFP process. Council also resolved, in accordance with section 190 of the Local Government Act 1989 (the Act) to give public notice of its intention to enter into a lease and to consider any submissions received in accordance with section 223 of the Act. 

The RFP process commenced on 15 July 2019 and closed on 18 October 2019. The three invited proponents each submitted a proposal that was evaluated against Council’s endorsed RFP objectives.

At its meeting in December 2019 (DEP12/19), Council noted Ethical Property Australia Pty Ltd as the preferred proponent for a lease at 406 Victoria Street Brunswick and set a three-month period to negotiate lease and / or contract requirements with the preferred proponent. The Director Engagement and Partnerships was authorised to negotiate in principle lease terms with the preferred proponent, prior to giving public notice of Council’s intention to enter into a lease.

The Moreland Enterprise Development Centre Ltd (MEDC) notified Council on 18 February 2020 of its intention to terminate the current lease and vacate the site on 31 March 2020. The Council staff assumed temporary management responsibilities of the site from 1 April 2020. The Chief Executive Officer was required to negotiate and sign monthly licence agreements with existing onsite tenant businesses, to be effective until a new Lessee is awarded a Lease.

As part of the statutory process for the proposed lease, a public notice was placed in the Moreland Leader on 10 February 2020 and the Northern Leader on 11 February 2020. A notice was also included on Council’s website.

One submission opposing the proposed lease was received and the submitter requested to be heard. A Hearing of Submissions Committee meeting was held on 15 April 2020 but the submitter did not attend.
Council, having satisfied its statutory requirements is now in a position to make a final decision regarding its intention to Lease Land at 420 Victoria Street, Brunswick. 

This report discusses the public notice process, responds to the submission received and recommends Council enters into a lease with One Funds Management Limited ATF Ethical Property Commercial Fund at 406 Victoria Street Brunswick.

Submission to the Non-Government Schools Permanent Planning Provision Changes (D20/205789)

	In December 2019 the Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning introduced a new interim Clause ‘53.19 - Non-Government Schools’ into all Victorian Planning Schemes through Amendment VC165. The clause sought to streamline planning permit applications for non-government schools for development projects that were funded, or partly funded, by the ‘Victorian Government's Non-Government Schools Capital Fund’. 

The Department of Environment, Land, Water and Planning is now seeking feedback on permanent provisions for non-government schools. The proposed changes aim to facilitate a fast-track process for some non-government school planning applications and broaden the Minister for Planning’s role for specified applications.

The proposed changes to the planning scheme were released to the public for comment in April 2020, with submissions closing on 22 May 2020. As a result, a submission was written to meet the deadline with a condition that the submission was being reported to a June Council meeting for endorsement and an updated submission may be provided as a result.

The key changes and updates to the Procurement Policy include changes to the Protected Disclosure section to align with Council’s Public Disclosure Policy, more definition around Social and Sustainable Procurement (social, environmental and economic) criteria to be included in tenders, more definition around the assessment criteria for assessing tenders and more definition around the consequences of breaching the policy.

	This report presents the Financial Management Report for the financial year to date period ending 30 April 2020. 

Council has developed and implemented a financial strategy of generating small surpluses to reinvest in much needed infrastructure projects. This strategy has been impacted by the COVID-19 pandemic and it is unlikely Council will generate a funding surplus for 2019/20.
A third extensive review across the organisation was undertaken as at the end of March 2020 as part of the 2019/20 Third Quarter Financial Review. This process provided the opportunity to review financial performance to date and reallocate the available financial resources to maximise the delivery on strategic objectives. The results of this review are included in this report as the Full Year Revised Forecast. 
The April 2020 Income Statement shows Council is $0.3 million below the year to date Revised Forecast. This comprises overall revenues having ended April $0.5 million below than the Revised Forecast and overall expenditures having ended $0.2 million better than the year to date Revised Forecast.

	Council’s current contract for the management of its six aquatic and leisure facilities is due to expire 30 June 2021. In order to meet tendering and any transitional arrangements, the intent was to go to tender in August 2020, with a report to Council in February 2021 with the recommendations.

Due to the impact and current situation with COVID-19, Council Officers sought legal advice.

Council officers now advise that it is in Council’s and the community’s best interest under section 186(5)(c) of the Local Government Act 1989, to apply for a Ministerial extension to the existing contract for a 12-month period from 1 July 2021 – 30 June 2022.

As Council has no definitive full re-opening date at this stage for the aquatic and leisure facilities, this poses challenges for the tendering of the service.

It is expected that the partial closures and extended restrictions will impact the financial return on the four-main aquatic and leisure centres once re-opened. This includes the possible staged openings, disruption to membership retention and acquisition, and potential loss in disposable income from many of our community members. This means that tendering the contract at this uncertain time could result in much more unfavourable proposals from tenderers.

A change in service provider at the originally proposed time could also be detrimental to the recovery phase and staggered reopening of services following the current closures.

	The Gillon Reserve upgrades and refurbishments is a capital works project to improve and refurbish the multipurpose community and sporting club social pavilion, umpire change rooms and scoreboard for a variety of community and sporting groups. The project is funded by the State Government to the amount of $1,000,000.
The facility is used by the Brunswick Sports Club, comprising the Brunswick Football Club, Brunswick Junior Football Club, Brunswick Cricket Club and the Brunswick Netball Club. Council also uses the facility for local multicultural community and senior groups to meet, hold functions and remain connected. 

The procurement process was by public tender, advertised in The Age newspaper on the 14 March 2020, and via Council’s tender portal system. Tenders called for a fixed price lump sum for the project and closed on 15 April 2020. 

Twenty-one suitably qualified and experienced contractors submitted tenders for the project. The tenders were assessed in accordance with Council’s Procurement Policy.

Following detailed assessment and value management to meet the budget for the project, Notion Partners were identified as the preferred contractor for the Gillon Reserve Upgrade and Refurbishments project. 

Concerns were raised by the community regarding the original proposed location of the scoreboard/storage shed and coaches’ box which are part of these works. An alternative location for this part of the project has been proposed and discussed with concerned community members, who have indicated they are comfortable in the new location. The new location proposed will result in the replacement of an existing unused building which is just to the north west of the existing social club rooms. 

This report recommends Council enters in to a contract with Notion Partners.
