Financial and performance statements

	Council’s Financial and Performance Statements (the Statements) for the 2019/20 financial year have been prepared and reviewed by the Victorian Auditor General’s Office and Council’s Audit and Risk Management Committee.

This report seeks Council’s ‘in principle’ approval of the Statements and the appointment of 2 Councillors and the Chief Executive Officer to sign the 2019/2020 Statements in their final form.

Council is reporting an accounting surplus of $31.142 million for the financial year 2019/2020. This accounting surplus includes items such as non-cash contributions, capital grants, loan redemptions and committed capital or operational expenditure for future years. 

After excluding non-cash items included in the accounting surplus, capital expenditure and committed funding requirements, Council had an unrestricted surplus of $2.149 million. 

It is recommended that Council commits the unrestricted surplus of $2.149 million to the Significant Project Reserve.
