About the exhibition

Mig Dann: The Intimacy of Scrutiny is a survey exhibition by artist Mig Dann. The exhibition is curated by Josephine Mead and Zoë Bastin.

Spanning sculpture, film and installation, the Intimacy of Scrutiny delves into experiences of childhood trauma, feminist practice, and queer culture.  

This exhibition is a testament to Dann’s lived experience. In the 1970s, Dann worked in the avant-garde art scene and popular music industry within New York’s counterculture. In the 1980s she moved in the editorial circles of Paris. By reflecting on the past, Dann explores the politics and poetics of time, memory, and identity within the present.
Artist biography
Mig Dann is a Melbourne-based artist who is undertaking a practice-led PhD in the School of Art, RMIT University, Melbourne. Her art practice is multi-disciplinary and autobiographical, exploring issues of childhood trauma. Her work is informed by memory and forgetting, absence and presence, feminism, queer culture, and decades of lived experience. She is particularly interested in how public art can create new and innovative relationships to existing sites. 

The way the past is remembered is through the present. This means memories are always shifting. Dann explores how the concepts of memory, time and identity can be identified through the present encounter with materials and the sculptural object. Making memory visual and working with it as a set of possibilities is a strategy that she is investigating through installations that combine objects, sound and moving images, in order to explore the poetics as well as the politics of memory and personal cultural history.
