Intersex people are a diverse population with many different traits and other characteristics. These resources will help you learn more about supporting and celebrating intersex communities. 
The term Intersex is an umbrella term for people born with physical, hormonal or genetic features that are neither wholly female nor wholly male; or a combination of female and male; or neither female nor male. There are a range of intersex variations and shouldn’t be seen as abnormal. Intersex variations are naturally occurring, in around 1.7% of all births. Intersex is not about sexual orientation, gender identity or being gender diverse.
